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Medunarodnu znanstveno-kulturnu
manifestaciju Losinjski dani bioetike ute-
meljili su 2002. godine Hrvatsko filozof-
sko drustvo, Hrvatsko bioeti¢ko drustvo i
Grad Mali Losinj, na valu ubrzanog raz-
voja bioetike u Hrvatskoj i jugoisto¢noj
Europi i na tragu ranijih simpozija (/zazo-
vi bioetike, Cres, 1998.; Bioetika i znanost
u novoj epohi, Mali Losinj, 2001.), koji su
bili prvi ve¢i medunarodni bioeticki sku-
povi u ovom dijelu svijeta.

U meduvremenu su Losinjski dani
bioetike izrasli su u najznacajniju bioeti¢-
ku konferenciju u jugoisto¢noj Europi, o
¢emu svjedoci Cinjenica da je dosad u radu
Losinjskih dana bioetike sudjelovalo oko
tisuu znanstvenika razliCitih profila iz
trideset i osam zemalja Europe, Sjeverne i
Juzne Amerike, Azije i Oceanije te vise od
Cetiristo studenata iz Hrvatske i susjednih
zemalja. Takoder su odigrali kljuénu ulogu
u razvoju bioetike u Hrvatskoj i jugoistoc-
noj Europi te umrezavanju hrvatskih i jugo-
isto¢noeuropskih bioeti¢ara s kolegama iz
drugih dijelova Europe i svijeta, u sinergiji
s drugim stalnim bioetickim manifestacija-
ma koje se odrZavaju u ovoj regiji, pri éemu
¢emo istaknuti samo one iz Hrvatske: Rijec-
ki dani bioetike u Rijeci, Osjecki dani bio-
etike v Osijeku, Dani kulturne animaliSTike
u Splitu, Bioetika i aporije psihe u Zagrebu,
Etika, bioetika i sport u Zagrebu i Varazdi-
nu, Karlovacki bioeticki susreti u Karlovcu,
Bioeticki arboretum u Zagrebu te Ljetna
skola »Bioetika u kontekstu« (koja se re-
dovito organizira u Njemackoj i zemljama
Jugoistoc¢ne Europe, ukljucujuci Hrvatsku).
Broj tih manifestacija, redovitost njihova
odrzavanja, raznolikost tema te znanstve-
nih pristupa i svjetonazora mnogima se
¢ine kao kuriozitet, dok njihovi akteri to
smatraju logi¢nim rezultatom dugotrajnog i
predanog rada te entuzijazma na kojemu taj
rad pociva. A to se ne ti¢e samo znanstvenih
i znanstveno-kulturnih skupova, nego i niza
izgradenih bioetickih institucija, intenzivne

The international scientific and cultural
conference Losinj Days of Bioethics was
founded in 2002 by the Croatian Philosoph-
ical Society, the Croatian Bioethics Society,
and the Town of Mali Losinj, on the wave
of the accelerated development of bioethics
in Croatia and Southeast Europe and in the
wake of earlier symposia (The Challenges
of Bioethics, Cres, Croatia, 1998; Bioethics
and Science in the New Epoch, Mali Losinj,
Croatia, 2001), which were the first major
international bioethics conferences in this
part of the world.

In the meantime, the Losinj Days of Bio-
ethics have grown into the most significant
bioethics conference in Southeast Europe,
as evidenced by the fact that so far about a
thousand scientists of various profiles from
thirty-eight countries of Europe, North and
South America, Asia and Oceania, as well
as more than four hundred students from
Croatia and neighboring countries, have
participated in the conference. The Losinj
Days of Bioethics have also played a key
role in the development of bioethics in
Croatia and Southeast Europe and in net-
working Croatian and Southeast Europe-
an bioethicists with colleagues from other
parts of Europe and the world, in synergy
with other regular bioethical events held
in this region, of which we will highlight
only those from Croatia: the Rijeka Days of
Bioethics in Rijeka, the Osijek Days of Bio-
ethics in Osijek, the Days of Animal STudies
in Split, Bioethics and Aporia of Psyche in
Zagreb, Ethics, Bioethics and Sport in Za-
greb and Varazdin, the Karlovac Bioethical
Encounters in Karlovac, the Bioethical Ar-
boretum in Zagreb, and the Summer School
“Bioethics in Context” in Germany and the
Southeast European countries, including
Croatia. The number of these conferences,
the regularity of their holding, the diversi-
ty of topics and scientific approaches and
worldviews seem to many to be a curiosity,
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izdavacke i obrazovne djelatnosti te brojnih
bioetic¢kih projekata.

Pritom se istice Znanstveni centar iz-
vrsnosti za integrativnu bioetiku, koji je
2014. godine proglasio hrvatski ministar
znanosti, obrazovanja i sporta na prijed-
log Nacionalnog vije¢a za znanost, visoko
obrazovanje i tehnoloski razvoj Republike
Hrvatske. Trajanje »znanstvenih centara iz-
vrsnosti«, prema odluci Nacionalnog vije-
¢a, bilo je ograniceno u formalnom pogledu
na maksimalni rok od deset godina, koji je
u slucaju Znanstvenog centra izvrsnosti za
integrativnu bioetiku istekao krajem 2024.
godine. U svom desetogodisnjem djelova-
nju, Centar je, uz sedam hrvatskih instituci-
ja posvecenih bioetici (Referalni centar za
bioetiku u jugoisto¢noj Europi Hrvatskoga
filozofskog drustva, Katedra za drustvene
i humanisticke znanosti u medicini Me-
dicinskog fakulteta Sveucilita u Rijeci,
Dokumentacijsko-istrazivacki centar za
europsku bioetiku »Fritz Jahr« Fakulteta
zdravstvenih studija Sveucilista u Rijeci,
Centar za integrativnu bioetiku Filozofskog
fakulteta Sveucilista u Zagrebu, Centar za
integrativnu bioetiku Filozofskog fakulteta
Sveucilista u Splitu, Centar za integrativiu
bioetiku Sveucilista J. J. Strossmayera u
Osijeku, Sveucilisni centar za integrativnu
bioetiku Sveucilista u Zagrebu), okupljao
vise od stotinu suradnika iz Hrvatske i dru-
gih zemalja te postigao poStovanja vrijedne
rezultate (znanstveno-istrazivacki projekti,
edukacija na razli¢itim razinama, izdavas-
tvo, konferencije te javna predavanja i tri-
bine, izgradnja znanstvene infrastrukture,
medunarodna suradnja, implementacija
rezultata znanstvenog rada u sferi drustva,
politike i prava itd.).

Medutim, kraj 2024. godine nije znacio
da je s tim datumom Znanstveni centar izvr-
snosti u stvarnom pogledu prestao postoja-
ti, jer ve¢ u proljece 2025. godine osnovana
je Mrezna koordinacija Znanstvenog cen-
tra izvrsnosti za integrativnu bioetiku, kao
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while their protagonists consider it a logical
result of long-term and dedicated work and
the enthusiasm on which this work is based.
And this concerns not only scientific and
scientific-cultural events, but also a series
of established bioethical institutions, inten-
sive publishing and educational activities,
and numerous bioethical projects.

In this regard, the Croatian Centre of
Excellence for Integrative Bioethics stands
out, which was proclaimed in 2014 by the
Croatian Minister of Science, Education
and Sports at the proposal of the National
Council for Science, Higher Education and
Technological Development of the Repub-
lic of Croatia. According to the decision of
the National Council, the duration of the
“centres of excellence”, was formally limit-
ed to a maximum period of ten years, which
in the case of the Centre of Excellence for
Integrative Bioethics expired at the end of
2024. In its ten-year operation, the Centre,
in addition to seven Croatian institutions
dedicated to bioethics (Referral Centre for
Bioethics in Southeast Europe of the Cro-
atian Philosophical Society; Department of
Social Sciences and Humanities in Medi-
cine of the Faculty of Medicine, University
of Rijeka; Fritz Jahr Documentation and
Research Centre for European Bioethics of
the Faculty of Health Studies, University
of Rijeka; Centre for Integrative Bioethics
of the Faculty of Humanities and Social
Sciences, University of Zagreb; Centre for
Integrative Bioethics of the Faculty of Hu-
manities and Social Sciences, University of
Split; Centre for Integrative Bioethics of
the J. J. Strossmayer University of Osijek;
University Centre for Integrative Bioethics
of the University of Zagreb), has gathered
more than a hundred collaborators from
Croatia and other countries, and achieved
respectable results (research projects, edu-
cation at various levels, publishing, confer-
ences and public lectures and panels, build-

However, the end of 2024 did not mean
that the Centre of Excellence ceased to exist
in reality on that date, because already in
the spring of 2025, the Network Coordina-
tion of the Centre of Excellence for Integra-
tive Bioethics was established, as the legal
and intellectual successor of the Centre of
Excellence for Integrative Bioethics, which
represents a new organisational model that
enables the continuation of cooperation
within the established research network,
the continuation of joint project activities,
as well as taking over of other tasks that the
Centre of Excellence had in scientific and
cultural life. One of such tasks is participa-
tion in organising the scientific and cultural
conference Losinj Days of Bioethics, just as
the Centre of Excellence, from the begin-
ning of its activities, was among the co-or-
ganizers of the Losinj Days of Bioethics.

From the above it follows that the
Losinj Days of Bioethics — with their mul-
ti-disciplinary, multi-perspective, multi-na-
tional and multi-generational character —
had a decisive influence on the emergence
and development of the innovative concept
of integrative bioethics, which has long
been established in the global bioethical
debate. The concept of integrative bioethics
incorporates the experience of the Losinj
Days of Bioethics, while the Losinj Days of
Bioethics have achieved their current status
thanks to the fruitful idea of integrative bio-
ethics and its various incarnations.

Both as a concept and as a project,
integrative bioethics has enabled and still
enables encounters, networking and coop-
eration of different scientific and cultural
perspectives, connected by common is-
sues and problems, which is called multi-,
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Rensselaera Pottera (1911. —2001.) i Fritza
Jahra (1895. — 1953.) kao »europskog oca

(1) the adoption and further development of
the legacy of the “father of bioethics”, Van
Rensselaer Potter (1911-2001), and Fritz
Jahr (1895-1953) as the “European father
of bioethics”, and other authors important
for bioethics, including a strong connec-
tion between Potter and Jahr, as well as a
reinterpretation of the entire history of phi-
losophy, science and culture in a bioethical
key, which also implies the development
of European bioethics as a focal point of
global bioethics; (2) the emphasis on the
importance of historical consciousness and
the placement of bioethics in a historical
context — including the recent shift of the
epochs, the birth of a new ethical culture,
and the role of bioethics in this — without
which no problem of today can be neither
perceived and articulated nor discussed and
resolved.

The mastermind, the “majority owner”
and the generous distributor of all the afore-
mentioned achievements is Professor Ante
Covi¢ (1949) from the University of Za-
greb, the tireless spiritus movens of integra-
tive bioethics — both in terms of concepts
and projects/institutions — and the initiator
and leader of the Losinj Days of Bioethics
from 2002 to 2025. This year, 2026, Profes-
sor Covi¢ has handed over the leadership of
the Losinj conference to others, which is, of
course, a great honour for them, but also a
very great responsibility.

civilisation and life itself in all its forms and
manifestations, together with philosophical
and other scientific and cultural reflections
on the very concept of life.

FOUCAULT’S BIOPOLITICS RECONSIDERED
THROUGH SIMONE DE BEAUVOIR’S CRITIQUE

Michel Foucault’s notion of biopolitics, as developed in his History of
Sexuality, examines how modern power operates through the regulation of life/
bodies, health, and sexuality. Power functions not primarily through repres-
sion, but also through shaping social norms, sexual identities, and what is con-
sidered as natural and biologically given. Foucault investigates the historical
emergence of these norms and their embeddedness in relations of power, as
imposed on individuals and populations. Simone de Beauvoir’s The Second
Sex complements this perspective by demonstrating how sexual difference
should be introduced, with a particular focus on the subjection of women. Her
analysis shows how femininity has been historically shaped, positioning wom-
en as the Other in relation to men, and how this “situation” exploits their bod-
ies, reproductive capacities, and their embeddedness in their role of the mother.
This paper brings these two perspectives together by showing how the second
sex is governed through biopolitical mechanism, particularly by social norm
surrounding reproduction and sexuality. It concludes by arguing that both Fou-
cault and Beauvoir expose the ways in which biopower naturalizes inequality
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and domination, making it a potential target of critique and resistance. How-
ever, Beauvoir explicitly emphasizes that women’s bodies are more subjected
to what Foucault analyses as biopolitics, with significant implications for her
ethics of ambiguity — not for the human condition in general, but for the female
“condition” as such.

FOUCAULTOVA BIOPOLITIKA PONOVO PROMISLJENA
KROZ KRITIKU SIMONE DE BEAUVOIR

Pojam biopolitika, koji je Michel Foucault razvio u svojoj Povijesti seksu-
alnosti, istrazuje kako moderna mo¢ djeluje kroz regulaciju zivota/tijela,
zdravlja i seksualnosti. Mo¢ ne funkcionira primarno kroz represiju, nego i
kroz formiranje socijalnih normi, spolnih identiteta i onoga $§to se smatra pri-
rodnim i bioloski danim. Foucault istrazuje povijesno pojavljivanje tih normi
i njihove uklju¢enosti u odnose moéi nad pojedincima i populacijama. Simone
de Beauvoir u svojoj knjizi Drugi spol dopunjuje ovu perspektivu i pokazuje
kako bismo trebali ukljuciti spolnu razliku s posebnim fokusom na podredi-
vanje Zena. Njezina analiza pokazuje da je Zenskost povijesno formirana, a
zene pozicionirane kao Drugi u odnosu spram muskaraca te kako ta »situaci-
ja« iskoristava njihova tijela, reproduktivne kapacitete i njihovu potisnutost
u ulogu majke. U ovom se izlaganju povezuju obje perspektive i pokazuje se
kako se drugim spolom vlada na osnovi mehanizama biopolitike, posebno uz
pomo¢ drustvenih normi vezanih za reprodukciju i seksualnost. U zakljucku se
konstatira da oboje, Foucault i Beauvoir, isticu na¢ine na koje biomo¢ natura-
lizira nejednakost i dominaciju te ¢ine od nje potencijalnu metu kritike i otpo-
ra. Medutim, samo Beauvoir eksplicitno isti¢e da su zenska tijela podredenija
onome S§to Foucault analizira kao biopolitiku, §to ima znacajne implikacije za
njezinu etiku dvosmislenosti — ne za ovjekov polozaj uopée, nego za zenski
»polozaj« kao takav.
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SESTRINSKA NEMEZA: ILLICHEVA KRITIKA
MEDICINE 1Z PERSPEKTIVE SESTRINSTVA

Suvremena medicina suocava se s dubokom krizom koja nadilazi tehnicke
1 organizacijske okvire te zahvaca njezinu svrhu i drustvenu funkciju. Ta se
kriza o€ituje u procesima medikalizacije Zivota, dehumanizacije pacijenata i
merkantilizacije zdravlja. U tom kontekstu Ivan Illich u djelu Medicinska Ne-
meza razvija kritiku medicine kroz koncepte klini¢ke, drustvene i strukturne
jatrogeneze, ukazujuéi na proizvodnju Stete, ovisnosti i gubitka autonomije.
Polazec¢i od tih uvida, uvodi se pojam »sestrinske Nemeze« kao analitickog
okvira o€itovanja navedenih procesa u sestrinskoj praksi na tehnickoj, insti-
tucionalnoj i1 egzistencijalnoj razini. U sredi$tu ostaje zahtjev za obnovom
autonomije i odgovornosti, pri cemu se sestrinska praksa pojavljuje kao mje-
sto napetosti izmedu institucionalne logike medicine i mogucnosti drugacijeg
razumijevanja zdravlja i bolesti.

NURSING NEMESIS: ILLICH’S CRITIQUE OF
MEDICINE FROM A NURSING PERSPECTIVE

Contemporary medicine is facing a profound crisis that goes beyond tech-
nical and organizational frameworks and affects its purpose and social func-
tion. This crisis manifests itself in the processes of medicalization of life, de-
humanization of patients, and mercantilization of health. In this context, Ivan
Illich, in his work Medical Nemesis, develops a critique of medicine through
the concepts of clinical, social, and structural iatrogenesis, pointing to the pro-
duction of harm, addiction, and loss of autonomy. Based on these insights, the
concept of “nursing Nemesis” is introduced as an analytical framework for
the manifestation of the aforementioned processes in nursing practice at the
technical, institutional, and existential levels. The demand for the restoration
of autonomy and responsibility remains at the centre, with nursing practice
appearing as a place of tension between the institutional logic of medicine and
the possibility of a different understanding of health and illness.
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BIOETHICS AND BIOPOLITICS —
INTEGRATIVE BIOETHICS AND FOUCAULT

Although biopolitical theory and bioethical theory emerged approxima-
tely at the same time, initiated by similar concerns, they are often considered
to be radically different projects, if not implacably opposed to each other, for
example, on the line of distinction progressive/conservative, left/right, etc.
However, this view is wrong and reveals an ignorance of either biopolitics or
bioethics, or both. In this paper we will try to show some of the intersections
between biopolitics and bioethics, as well as to prove that their encounters
could enhance the consideration of both biopolitical and bioethical issues, in-
cluding basic concepts such as /ife and power. Michel Foucault’s initial con-
tributions to biopolitical theory and his potential contributions to bioethical
discussions, and even a “Foucauldian (integrative) bioethics”, are the subjects
of this presentation.

BIOETIKA I BIOPOLITIKA -
INTEGRATIVNA BIOETIKA I FOUCAULT

je glediste pogresno i svjedo€i o nepoznavanju bilo biopolitike ili bioetike, ili
obiju. U ovom izlaganju pokusat ¢emo ukazati na neka od presjecista biopoli-
tike 1 bioetike te dokazati da bi njihovi susreti mogli poboljsati razmatranje i
biopolitickih i bioetickih pitanja, ukljucujuéi osnovne pojmove poput Zivota i
moci. Tema ovog izlaganja bit ¢e inicijalni doprinos Michela Foucaulta biopo-
litickoj teoriji i njegovi potencijalni doprinosi bioetickim raspravama, pa cak i
jedna »foucaultovska (integrativna) bioetika«.
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MISAO IVANA ILLICHA KAO INSPIRACIJA
OBRAZOVNIM DJELATNOSTIMA

Stogodisnjica rodenja Ivana Illicha (1926. — 2002.) donosi obavezu po-
novnog promisljanja Illichevih intelektualnih dosega i njegovih znacajnih di-
jagnoza vremena. Mnogi stavovi koje je u svom vremenu Illich iznio, a koji
su tada bili nekonvencionalni, danas se pokazuju kao utemeljeni. Ilich je dao,
u okrilju kritike industrijskog drustva i njegovih u¢inaka na pojedinca, kriti-
ku brojnih podrucja ¢ovjekova djelovanja kao $to su medicina, odnos prema
okoliSu, oblikovanje lokalnih zajednica, izgradnja ekonomskih nejednakosti,
odnos prema drustvenim institucijama i sl. Illich je dao sliku loseg djelovanja
suvremenog ¢ovjeka. Dao je i mogucu alternativu tim postupcima, $to se, po
nasem sudu, najbolje ogleda u Illichevoj kritici struktura obrazovanja. Ovo
izlaganje usmjerit ¢e se na Ilichevu kritiku institucije obrazovanja kao zastar-
jelog proizvodnog procesa. Istovremeno, nastojat ¢emo ukazati na one dijelove
Illicheve misli koji mogu biti inspiracija u izgradnji osmisljenih nacina ucenja
i obrazovanja, koji osnazuju pojedinca i daju mu djelatnu ulogu u drustvu.

IVAN ILLICH’S THOUGHT AS AN INSPIRATION
FOR EDUCATIONAL ACTIVITIES

The one hundredth anniversary of the birth of Ivan Illich (1926-2002)
brings the obligation to rethink Illich’s intellectual achievements and his sig-
nificant diagnoses of the times. Many of the views that Illich expressed in his
time, which were unconventional at the time, are now proven to be well-found-
ed. Illich provided, within the framework of a critique of industrial society and
its effects on the individual, a critique of numerous areas of human activity.
For example, medicine, the relationship to the environment, the formation of
local communities, the construction of economic inequalities, the relationship
to social institutions, etc. Illich presented a picture of the bad actions of mod-
ern man. He also provided a possible alternative to these actions, which, in
our opinion, is best reflected in Illich’s critique of educational structures. This
presentation will focus on Illich’s critique of the institution of education as
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an outdated production process. At the same time, we will try to point out
those parts of Illich’s thought that can be an inspiration in the construction of
thoughtful ways of learning and education, which empower the individual and
give him an active role in society.
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NALICJE MEPUNARODNOG SUROGATNOG MAJCINSTVA:
U »LIMBU NACIONALNOSTI« I PRAVNE NESIGURNOSTI

Suvremene metode potpomognute oplodnje omogucile su realizaciju rodi-
teljstva parovima koji se bore s neplodnoscu, ali i ponudile alternativni nacin
ostvarenja roditeljstva onima koji ne mogu ili ne Zele iznijeti trudnocu bilo
zbog medicinskih ili bioloskih razloga. Surogatno majcinstvo najslozeniji je
medicinsko-pravno-(bio)eticki oblik zacecéa koji kolidira s presumpcijom da je
djetetova majka zena koja ga je rodila, ¢cime podriva tradicionalne paradigme
o srodstvu, roditeljstvu i majcinstvu. Upravo zbog svoje ambivalentnosti, po-
jedine zemlje eksplicitno zabranjuju surogatno majcinstvo, Sto za posljedicu
moze imati da se namjeravani roditelji odlucuju za realizaciju roditeljstva u
inozemstvu, u zemljama u kojima je praksa surogatnog majcinstva dopustena.
Medunarodno surogatno maj¢instvo je najizazovniji nusprodukt medicinski
potpomognute oplodnje, koji koincidira s problematikom uskraéivanja drzav-
ljanstva tako rodenoj djeci dovode¢i ih u stanje »limba« i pravne nesigurnosti.
Navedenom se problematikom bavio i Europski sud za ljudska prava (ESLJP),
a recentno i Ustavni sud Republike Hrvatske. Potonji je, pozivajuci se na
praksu ESLIJP, priznao hrvatsko drzavljanstvo djetetu rodenom u inozemstvu
posredstvom surogatne majke iako je takva praksa eksplicitno zabranjena u
Hrvatskoj, sto je izazvalo brojne kontroverze u javnom diskursu. Upravo su
istaknute odluke ESLJP u kontekstu medunarodnog surogat majcinstva, kao i
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nedavna odluka Ustavnog suda RH kojoj se predbacuje da je »otvorila vrata
zaobilazenju pravnog sustava« predmet ovog izlaganja.

THE CHALLENGES OF INTERNATIONAL SURROGACY:
“NATIONALITY LIMBO” AND LEGAL UNCERTAINTY

Advancements in assisted reproductive technologies have enabled par-
enthood for couples experiencing infertility and have provided alternative
pathways for individuals unable or unwilling to carry a pregnancy for medical
or biological reasons. Surrogacy represents the most complex intersection of
medical, legal, and bioethical considerations, challenging the traditional pre-
sumption that the mother of a child is the woman who gives birth, and disrupt-
ing established paradigms of kinship, parenthood, and motherhood. Due to its
ambivalence, some countries explicitly prohibit surrogacy, which may result
in intended parents deciding to seek surrogacy arrangements abroad where the
practice is permitted. International surrogacy is the most challenging by-prod-
uct of medically assisted fertilization, coinciding with the issue of denying
citizenship to children born through such arrangements, placing them in a state
of “nationality limbo” and legal uncertainty. This issue has been addressed by
the European Court of Human Rights (ECHR) and, more recently, by the Con-
stitutional Court of the Republic of Croatia. The latter, referencing the juris-
prudence of the ECHR, granted Croatian citizenship to a child born abroad via
surrogacy, despite the explicit prohibition of surrogacy in Croatia, thereby gen-
erating significant controversy in public discourse. The ECHR’s key decisions
on international surrogacy, along with the recent Constitutional Court of the
Republic of Croatia ruling, which has been criticized for “allegedly enabling
circumvention of the legal system”, will be the focus of this presentation.
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MENTALNO ZDRAVLJE OSOBA S TJELESNIM
INVALIDITETOM: BIOETICKI IZAZOVI IZMEDU
DOSTOJANSTVA, AUTONOMIJE I KVALITETE ZIVOTA

Zivot s tjelesnim invaliditetom ne oblikuje samo tijelo, ve¢ duboko zahva-
¢a 1 mentalno zdravlje osobe. Psiholoska dimenzija invaliditeta Cesto ostaje
zanemarena u filozofskoj i bioetickoj refleksiji, iako pitanja autonomije, do-
stojanstva, subjektivnosti i socijalne inkluzije imaju klju¢nu ulogu u kvaliteti
zivota. Ovaj rad analizira kljuéne bioeticke izazove mentalnog zdravlja osoba
s tjelesnim invaliditetom, ukljucujuci principe pravde, dobrocinstva i neskod-
ljivosti, u kontekstu ranjivosti, nacela supsidijarnosti, drustvene stigmatizacije
i paternalizma. Kroz vlastito Zivotno iskustvo progovara se o unutarnjim bor-
bama, egzistencijalnim pitanjima i procesu pronalaska smisla unato¢ ograni-
¢enjima, u svjetlu egzistencijalne i personalistiCke bioetike te logoterapijske
perspektive. Rad naglasava potrebu cjelovitog, interdisciplinarnog i eticki
reflektirajuceg pristupa koji integrira tjelesnu i mentalnu dimenziju osobe,
aktivno promicuéi postivanje intrinzi¢nog dostojanstva, jacanje autonomije i
socijalnu inkluziju.

MENTAL HEALTH OF PERSONS WITH PHYSICAL
DISABILITIES: BIOETHICAL CHALLENGES BETWEEN
DIGNITY, AUTONOMY, AND QUALITY OF LIFE

Living with a physical disability shapes not only the body but deeply af-
fects a person’s mental health. The psychological dimension of disability is
often overlooked in philosophical and bioethical reflection, although issues of
autonomy, dignity, subjectivity, and social inclusion play a key role in quality
of life. This paper analyzes the main bioethical challenges of mental health in
people with physical disabilities, including the principles of justice, benefi-
cence, and non-maleficence, in the context of vulnerability, the principle of
subsidiarity, social stigma, and paternalism. Through personal life experience,
it addresses inner struggles, existential questions, and the process of finding
meaning despite limitations, in light of existential and personalist bioethics
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and a logotherapy perspective. The study highlights the need for a comprehen-
sive, interdisciplinary, and ethically reflective approach that integrates both the
physical and mental dimensions of the person, actively promoting respect for
intrinsic dignity, strengthening autonomy, and fostering social inclusion.obsta-
cles and build a fulfilling and authentic life. The aim of this presentation is to
emphasize that the human ego cannot be reduced to instinctivity because in-
stincts themselves cannot be controlled and suppressed. Man has a conscience,
which is the voice of God within him, it is the support and solid wall on which
man can lean. The meaning of man’s life is made up of will and feelings. It is
precisely logotherapy that helps in the fight for the betterment of life and the
realization of love for life. Thus, knowledge from logotherapy strengthens a
person to rejoice in the fruits of his work.
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STAKORI I MOBITELI

Mobiteli se koriste globalno kroz sve generacije, desetlje¢ima. Prema sta-
tistickim podacima, 2026. mobitel koristi 70,1 % populacije. Utjecaj Stetnosti
zraCenja mobitela ispituje se na laboratorijskim glodavcima, kako bi se dobili
rezultati za komparativnu primjenu. Veéinski korisnici mobitela su djeca i mla-
da populacija. Razlicite starije studije na pokusnim glodavcima dokazale po-
javu genotoksi¢nosti na DNK, onkoloske promjene, utjecaj zra¢enja na spolne
organe, te znacaj provodenja studija prema spolnim razlikama. Studije vode
globalne institucije (WHO, OECD, NTP). Nove studije pobijaju stare, pomocu
biostatistike i poboljSanja pokusa kroz dobru laboratorijsku praksu.

RATS AND MOBILE PHONES

Mobile phones have been used globally throughout all generations, for
decades. According to statistics, in 2026, 70.1% of the population are users of
mobile phone. The effect of the harmfulness of cell phone radiation is exam-
ined on laboratory rodents, in order to obtain results for comparative use. The
majority of mobile phone users are children and the young population. Various
older studies on experimental rodents have proven the occurrence of geno-
toxicity on DNA, oncological changes, the effect of radiation on the sexual
organs, and the importance of conducting studies according to sex differences.
Studies are led by global institutions (WHO, OECD, NTP). New studies refute
old ones, using biostatistics and improving experiments with good laboratory
practice.
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BRINUTI ILI NE BRINUTI? PARADOKS TJESKOBE U
KLASICNOJ KONFUCIJANSKOJ FILOZOFLJI

Iako se tjeskoba Cesto smatra modernom kategorijom, klasi¢ni kineski tek-
stovi opisuju iskustva koja se mogu razumjeti kao njezini filozofski ekvivalen-
ti. U Analektima se pojavljuje napetost: Konfucije tvrdi da je briga obiljezje
nekultivirane li¢nosti, ali istodobno priznaje da plemenita osoba »brine oko
Puta«. Rad polazi od pitanja kako razumjeti ovaj paradoks. Analizom Ana-
lekata te kasnijih konfucijanskih tekstova (Mencije, Xunzi) pokazuje se da
konfucijanska misao razlikuje izmedu neuredene tjeskobe i eticki usmjerene
brige. Dok prva oznac¢ava moralnu manjkavost, druga moze djelovati kao po-
ticaj samokultivaciji. Time se tjeskoba ne odbacuje, nego reinterpretira kao
ambivalentan, ali konstitutivan element ranokonfucijanskog etickog i politi¢-
kog diskursa.

TO WORRY OR NOT TO WORRY? THE PARADOX OF
ANXIETY IN EARLY CONFUCIAN PHILOSOPHY

Although anxiety is often regarded as a modern category, classical Chinese
texts describe experiences that can be understood as its philosophical counter-
parts. In the Analects, a tension emerges: Confucius presents worry as a sign of
a lack of self-cultivation, yet also admits that the noble person “worries about
the Way”. This paper examines how this apparent paradox can be resolved.
Through an analysis of the Analects and later Confucian texts (Mencius, Xun-
zi), it argues that early Confucian thought distinguishes between disordered
anxiety and ethically grounded concern. While the former reflects moral defi-
ciency, the latter can function as a stimulus for self-cultivation. The paper thus
shows that anxiety is not simply rejected, but reinterpreted as an ambivalent
yet constitutive element of early Confucian ethical and political discourse.

AUTONOMIJA ILI DOBROCINSTVO U
PALIJATIVNOJ SKRBI?

Autonomija i dobro¢instvo temelj su donosenja etickih odluka u medicini,
a posebno u palijativnoj skrbi gdje se zdravstveni djelatnici svakodnevno suo-
cavaju s kompleksnim situacijama vezanim uz donosenje odluka o lijecenju, o
sudjelovanju u planiranju skrbi o donosenju odluka o zavrsetku zivota. Sukob
autonomije i dobrocinstva ¢esta je dilema izmedu postivanja odluka pacijenta
ili vlastite profesionalne odgovornosti. Autonomija naglasava pravo pacijenta
da samostalno donosi odluke, dok dobroc¢instvo podrazumijeva djelovanje u
najboljem interesu za pacijenta. Postivanje autonomije omogucuje palijativ-
nim pacijentima da ostvare osje¢aj kontrole nad vlastitim zivotom i zadrze
dostojanstvo na zavrsetku zivota. Autonomija u palijativnoj skrbi moze biti
ogranicena zbog kognitivnog ostecenja, prisutne boli ili same bolesti pacijen-
ta, stoga ulogu o donosenju odluka preuzima ¢lan obitelji ili skrbnik. Zdrav-
stveni radnici bi trebali prilagoditi pristup i nastojati razumjeti potrebe takvog
pacijenta. Vazno je razumjeti razloge zbog kojih se donose odredene odluke
te pokusati naéi rjeSenje kojim ¢e se postivati zelje, ali 1 osigurati najbolja
moguca skrb.

AUTONOMY OR BENEFICENCE IN PALLIATIVE CARE?

Autonomy and beneficence are the basis for ethical decision-making in
medicine, especially in palliative care, where healthcare professionals are
faced with complex situations related to treatment decisions, participation in
care planning, and end-of-life decisions. The conflict between autonomy and
beneficence is a frequent dilemma between respecting the patient’s right to
make decisions independently, while beneficience implies acting in the best in-
terest of the patient. Respecting autonomy allows palliative patients to achieve
a sense of control over their own lives and maintain dignity at the end of life.
Autonomy in palliative care may be limited due to cognitive impairment, on-
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going pain, or the patient’s illness itself, so a family member or caregiver takes
on the decision-making role. Healthcare professionals should adapt their ap-
proach and strive to understand the needs of such a patient. It is important to
understand the reasons why certain decisions are made and try to find a solu-
tion that will respect wishes, but also ensure the best possible care.
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AN ECOLINGUISTIC ANALYSIS OF MORAL (A)SYMMETRY
NARRATIVES IN ENVIRONMENTAL PHILOSOPHY

This presentation explores moral (a)symmetry in environmental philos-
ophy through an ecolinguistic perspective, focusing on how language shapes
non-reciprocal relations within the biotic community. It argues that moral
asymmetry is not only a structural feature of human and non-human rela-
tions, but also a narrative effect produced through discourse. Environmental
narratives often reproduce asymmetry by assigning agency, value, and moral
considerability unevenly, privileging human perspectives while marginalizing
non-human entities. The analysis identifies key strategies such as anthropo-
centric framing and abstraction of ecological systems (e.g., non-human ani-
mals in the more-than-human world). At the same time, the presentation ex-
amines emerging narratives that challenge such asymmetries by emphasizing
interdependence and ethical responsiveness beyond reciprocity. By integrating
ecolinguistics with philosophical analysis of non-reciprocal relations, the pre-
sentation contributes to a clearer understanding of the normative implications
of (a)symmetry in sustainability discourse.

EKOLINGVISTICKA ANALIZA NARATIVA MORALNE
(A)SIMETRIJE U FILOZOFIJI OKOLISA

Ovo izlaganje istrazuje moralnu (a)simetriju u filozofiji okolisa iz ekolin-
gvisti¢ke perspektive, s naglaskom na nacin na koji jezik oblikuje nereciprocne
odnose unutar bioti¢ke zajednice. Polazi se od teze da moralna asimetrija nije
samo strukturno obiljezje odnosa izmedu ljudskih i ne-ljudskih bi¢a, nego i
narativni u¢inak proizveden kroz diskurs. Okoli$ni narativi ¢esto reproduciraju
asimetriju neravnomjernom raspodjelom kapaciteta za djelovanje, vrijednosti i
moralne obzirnosti, pritom privilegiraju¢i ljudske perspektive i marginalizira-
judi neljudske entitete. Analiza identificira kljucne strategije poput antropocen-
tricnog uokvirivanja i apstrakcije ekoloskih sustava (npr. ne-ljudske zivotinje u
viSe-nego-ljudskom svijetu). Istodobno, izlaganje razmatra nove narative koji
dovode u pitanje takve asimetrije naglasavaju¢i meduovisnost i eticku odgo-
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vornost izvan okvira reciprociteta. Integriranjem ekolingvistike s filozofskom
analizom nerecipro¢nih odnosa, izlaganje doprinosi jasnijem razumijevanju
normativnih implikacija (a)simetrije u diskursu odrzivosti.
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ETICKI I DEMOGRAFSKI IZAZOVI U
OBITELJSKIM CIKLUSIMA

Obiteljski ciklusi su dinamic¢ni dogadaji kroz koje prolazi obitelj tijekom
zivota od vremena osnivanja obitelji do smrti. Tijekom Zivota u njima se iz-
mjenjuju medusobni odnosi supruznika, roditelja, djece, rodbine, prijatelja i
drustva. Izazovi dolaze iznutra i izvana. Pravovremenom pripremom moze se
obitelji, rodenje prvoga i svakoga novog djeteta, odlazak djeteta u vrti¢, Skolu,
na studije, napustanje doma zbog posla, zenidbe, smrti ¢lanova obitelji, tes-
ke bolesti, financijske krize, posljedica rata i raznih nesre¢a. Supruznicima je
vazan dogovor oko osnovnih pitanja radanja, odgoja djece, zdravlja, lijeenja
bolesti, umiranja. Niska rodnost, negativni prirodni prirast stanovnistva, su-
vremeni trendovi u odnosu prema braku i obitelji, kontraceptivni i abortivni
mentalitet, porast broja rastavljenih parova, kasnije stupanje u brak, odgoda
radanja zbog raznih razloga, neplodnost parova, iseljavanje mladih obitelji —
neizostavno utjeCu na demografsku sliku Hrvatske. Kroz obiteljske cikluse
moze se razmotriti koji poticajni ¢imbenici utjecu na radanje, koji su razlozi
odgode radanja te poticati obitelji na razmisljanje i o0 svom osobnom doprinosu
demografskoj obnovi Hrvatske jer su radanje djece i briga za cjelovito zdravlje
pojedinca, obitelji i drustva osnovni ¢imbenik demografske obnove.

ETHICAL AND DEMOGRAPHIC CHALLENGES IN
FAMILY LIFE CYCLES

Family cycles are dynamic stages through which a family passes from its
formation until the end of life. Throughout these cycles, relationships between
spouses, parents, children, relatives, friends, and society continuously evolve.
Challenges arise both from both inside and outside. With timely preparation,
many stressful situations can be mitigated or avoided during crucial life mile-
stones: starting a family, the birth of the first and each subsequent child, chil-
dren starting kindergarten or school, leaving for university, or moving away
for work or marriage. This also applies to difficult transitions such as the death
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of family members, severe illness, financial crises, and the consequences of
war or various accidents. It is essential for spouses to reach an agreement on
fundamental issues regarding childbearing, upbringing, health, medical treat-
ment, and end-of-life care. Several factors inevitably impact the demographic
landscape of Croatia: low birth rates and negative natural population growth;
modern trends regarding marriage and family; a “contraceptive and abortive”
mentality; an increase in divorce rates; late marriage and delayed childbearing;
infertility and the emigration of young families. By examining family cycles,
we can identify the incentives that encourage childbearing and the reasons for
its delay. This process encourages families to reflect on their personal contri-
bution to Croatia’s demographic renewal, as the birth of children and care for
the holistic health of the individual, the family, and society remain the corner-
stones of demographic recovery.
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STAROST NIJE BOLEST

Starenje je prirodni proces koji ne mora dovesti do fizicke propasti ili
socijalne smrti. Uzrok starenja je prirodna, spontana i progresivna promjena
zivotnog ciklusa. Taj proces je programiran u genima. Po¢inje od zaceca i tra-
je do smrti. Ono je jedinstven nacin da se stekne poStovanje mladih ¢lanova
zajednice. Nekada davno starenje je imalo pozitivno znacenje stjecanja zrelo-
sti 1 mudrosti, a starost je bila povezana s moralnim autoritetom. Ljudi su se
za savjete 1 smjernice obracali starcima. Suprotno tome, suvremeno zapadno
drustvo rijetko povezuje starost s bilo kakvim pozitivnim svojstvima. Stariji se
odbacuju kao zastarjeli i nevazni ljudi, ¢ije arhai¢ne poglede treba zanemariti.
Stariji ljudi se smatraju nedostojnim postovanja koje druge grupe u drustvu
imaju. Glavni problem starije osobe je usamljenost. Vazno je ostati u kontaktu
s prijateljima i nikada ne gubiti kontrolu nad svojim Zivotom. Covjek nije star
onoliko koliko ima godina nego glede toga kako se odnosi prema njima. Bo-
lest i zdravlje u starosti se prepli¢u: bolest treba lijeciti, a starost prihvatiti kao
izazov. Svaki Covjek stari na za sebe svojstven nacin. Starost nije stvar godina,
ved stanje uma!

ADVANCING YEARS ARE NOT A DISEASE

Ageing is a natural process that need not lead to physical decline or social
isolation. The essence of the process is a natural, spontaneous, and progres-
sive shift in the life cycle, programmed within our very genes; it begins at
conception and continues until the end. It offers a unique path to gaining the
respect of younger generations. In times past, the process of maturing carried
a positive weight, signifying the attainment of wisdom, while seniority was
synonymous with moral authority. People looked to their elders for guidance
and perspective. In contrast, modern Western society rarely associates later
life with such virtues. Older individuals are often dismissed as obsolete, their
“archaic” views cast aside as irrelevant. There is a sense that they are no longer
afforded the dignity and respect granted to other social groups. The greatest
burden of advancing years is often loneliness. It is vital to maintain social
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bonds and never relinquish agency over one’s own life. A person’s age is de-
fined not by the date on their birth certificate, but by their attitude toward it.
Health and frailty often intertwine in later life: illness should be treated, but the
passage of time should be embraced as a challenge. Every individual journeys
through this stage in their own unique way. Ultimately, seniority is not a matter
of years, but a state of mind!
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LJUDSKOST NA PRAGU SMRTI
U DOMU BOLESNIKA KAO BIOETICKOM PROSTORU

Prateéi razvoj suvremene medicine mnogo se puta zapitamo gdje je nesta-
la »prirodna« smrt, ona u kuéi. Nekada se umiralo u vlastitom domu, na istom
jastuku na kojemu smo kao djeca plakali. U istoj sobi u kojoj smo prvi put stali
na noge, a koja je mirisala na nas i na naSe zivotne izazove. Sve se to pocelo
gubiti onoga dana kada je krenulo zagovaranje dugovjecnosti pod svaku ci-
jenu. Kako je ta ljudskost umiranja gubila utrku sa suvremenom medicinom,
tako je palijativa skrb nastupila kao ko¢nica i povik »vratite ljudskost na prag
smrti«. Smrt je prirodan proces, nije bolest, i pravo je svakoga, isprepleteno s
mnogim bioeti¢kim dilemama. Jedna od njih zasigurno je osiguravanje doma
kao naSeg sigurnog bioeti¢kog prostora do samoga kraja zivota. Potrebno je
zapitati se gdje smo se kao drustvo izgubili u mnogim godinama zivota zabo-
ravljajuéi da je civilizacija zapoCela u trenutku kada su ljudi s dostojanstvom
poceli sahranjivati svoje pokojnike.

HUMANITY ON THE BRINK OF DEATH
IN THE PATIENT’S HOME AS A BIOETHICAL SPACE

Following the development of modern medicine, we often wonder where
the “natural” death, the one at home, has disappeared. We used to die in our
own home, on the same pillow on which we cried as children. In the same
room in which we first stood on our feet, which smelled of us and our life
challenges. All of this began to be lost the day we began advocating longevity
at all costs. As this humanity of dying was losing the race to modern medicine,
palliative care came as a brake and a cry “restore humanity to the threshold
of death”. Death is a natural process, not a disease, and it is everyone’s right,
intertwined with many bioethical dilemmas. One of them is certainly ensuring
the home as our safe bioethical space until the very end of life. We need to ask
ourselves where we as a society have lost ourselves in many years of life, for-
getting that civilization began at the moment when people began to bury their
deceased with dignity.
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BIOETICKE IMPLIKACIJE CASSIREROVE
TEORIJE KULTURE

Tako u Cassirerovoj filozofiji kulture i napose u njegovu konceptu logike
kulturnih znanosti nema izravnoga i sustavno razradenoga govora o etickim ili
bioeti¢kim pitanjima, ipak se iz njih mogu is¢itati odredene bioeticki relevan-
tne implikacije. U svojoj studiji pod nazivom O logici kulturnih znanosti Ca-
ssirer razvija svojevrsnu spoznajnu teoriju unutar kulturnih znanosti koja ima
vrlo znadajne konsekvence i za podrucje bioetike. Naime, ovdje se opéenito
ukazuje na nuznost da se brojna pitanja o ¢ovjeku i svijetu trebaju pretresati
i s kulturnoga te simbolickoga i interpretativnoga aspekta, a ne samo polaze-
¢i od strogo znanstvene ili prirodoznanstvene perspektive. Dakako da takav
pristup onda implicira i promisljanja o razli¢itim bioetickim pitanjima, pa ¢e
se u planiranom izlaganju nastojati detektirati upravo te bioeticki relevantne
implikacije Cassirove filozofije kulture i logike kulturnih znanosti.

BIOETHICAL IMPLICATIONS OF CASSIRER’S
THEORY OF CULTURE

Although Ernst Cassirer’s philosophy of culture — particularly his concept
of the logic of the cultural sciences — does not contain a direct or systemati-
cally developed discussion of ethical or bioethical issues, certain bioethically
relevant implications can nevertheless be discerned from it. In his study enti-
tled On the Logic of the Cultural Sciences, Cassirer develops a kind of theory
of knowledge within the cultural sciences that has significant consequences
for the field of bioethics. Specifically, he points to the necessity of examining
many questions about human beings and the world not only from a strictly
scientific or natural-scientific perspective, but also from cultural, symbolic,
and interpretative standpoints. Such an approach certainly implies reflection
on various bioethical issues. Therefore, this presentation will aim to identify
precisely those bioethically relevant implications of Cassirer’s philosophy of
culture and his logic of the cultural sciences.
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EUTHANASIA: A RELIGIOUS PERSPECTIVE

This paper examines cuthanasia from an Islamic perspective, analys-
ing how the Qur’an, Hadith, and classical jurisprudence address the sancti-
ty of life and the prohibition of self-harm. Islamic theology holds that life
is a trust (amanah) from God and that only the Creator has sovereignty over
death. Drawing on the positions of major Islamic scholars and legal schools
(madhabs), the paper argues that euthanasia in all its forms is considered im-
permissible (haram) in mainstream Islamic ethics, while also exploring how
Islamic bioethics addresses palliative care and the relief of suffering at the end
of life.

EUTANAZIJA: RELIGIJSKA PERSPEKTIVA

U ovom se radu ispituje eutanaziju iz islamske perspektive, analizirajuci
kako Kur’an, hadis i klasi¢no pravo gledaju na svetost zivota i zabranu sa-
moozljedivanja. Islamska teologija smatra da je zivot povjerenje (amanet) od
Boga i da samo Stvoritelj ima suverenitet nad smréu. Oslanjajudi se na stavove
glavnih islamskih u€enjaka i pravnih Skola (mezhebd), u radu se tvrdi da se
eutanazija u svim svojim oblicima smatra nedopustivom (haram) u glavnoj
islamskoj etici, a istovremeno se istrazuje i kako islamska bioetika gleda na
palijativnu skrb i ublazavanje patnje na kraju zivota.
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PLEASE COME IN - DR. ChatGPT IS WAITING

Al chatbots are no longer a novelty, but a technology that has arrived and
is here to stay, and the bioethical themes and issues that have unfolded over
weeks, months, and years have now become reality. Informal sources of med-
ical advice have become much more than that: there are numerous cases in
which GPT models have rapidly provided answers to medical problems that
once seemed unsolvable, but also many instances in which the risks of such
“advice” have led to serious consequences, including fatal outcomes. In the
future, we can expect increasing ethical tensions related to the accessibility and
accuracy of medical information, advice, and treatment, while the principle
of primum non nocere has encountered new challenges in the era of artificial
intelligence. As always, new technology has solved many problems, but at the
same time has created an even greater number of new ones.

UPITE — DR. ChatGPT VAS CEKA

Al chatbotovi viSe nisu novitet, ve¢ tehnologija koja je dosla i ostaje, a
sve bioeticke teme i problemi koji su se provlacili tjednima, mjesecima i godi-
nama sada su postali stvarnost. Neformalni izvori medicinskih savjeta postali
su mnogo vise od toga: postoje brojni slucajevi u kojima su GPT-modeli u
kratkom roku ponudili odgovore na medicinske probleme koji su se naizgled
¢inili nerjesivima, ali i brojni primjeri u kojima su rizici takvih »savjeta« do-
veli do ozbiljnih posljedica, pa i smrtnih ishoda. U buduénosti nas o¢ekuje sve
vise etickih napetosti vezanih uz dostupnost i to¢nost medicinskih informacija,
savjeta i lijeCenja, a nacelo primum non nocere naslo se pred novim izazovima
u eri umjetne inteligencije. Kao i uvijek, nova tehnologija rijesila je velik broj
problema, ali je istodobno otvorila jos§ veci broj novih.
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HISTORY, METHOD, AND INTENTIONAL AGENCY:
CONTEXTUALIZING THE PROJECT OF
INTEGRATIVE BIOETHICS

Integrative Bioethics became a distinctive historical project as a response
to perceived problems and limitations in the extant models of bioethics, most
specifically those models that were grounded or shaped by the Georgetown/
Hastings Centre model or approach. This paper intends to situate the project of
Integrative Bioethics as a rethinking of the perspectives, tasks and goals found
in more mainstream approaches. Specifically, the role and significance of his-
tory as a defining feature, the importance of inter- and multi-disciplinary ap-
proaches to shaping questions and responses, and the significance of the world
views and philosophical perspectives of those engaged in bioethical pursuits
and explorations which requires a certain critical (auto)biographical aware-
ness, all combine to create the conditions for a reconsideration of meaning and
(hence) motivation of those involved in the general project of bioethics, lead-
ing (at some distant point) to a rethinking of our social and cultural assump-
tions with all that that entails. I hope to identify some of the major and more
immediate features of the issues/problems that currently impede a more open
approach to human growth and possibility within the three areas noted above.

POVIJEST, METODA I INTENCIONALNO DJELOVANJE:
KONTEKSTUALIZIRANJE PROJEKTA
INTEGRATIVNE BIOETIKE

Integrativna bioetika postala je prepoznatljiv povijesni projekt kao od-
govor na uocene probleme i ogranicenja u postoje¢im modelima bioetike, a
posebno u onima modelima koji su bili utemeljeni ili oblikovani georgetown-
skim (i s Centrom Hastings povezanim) modelom ili pristupom. U ovome radu
namjerava se smjestiti projekt integrativne bioetike kao preispitivanje perspek-
tiva, zadataka i ciljeva pronadenih u uobicajenijim pristupima. Konkretno,
uloga i znacaj povijesti kao definiraju¢e znacajke, vaznost interdisciplinarnih
1 multidisciplinarnih pristupa oblikovanju pitanja i odgovora te znacaj svje-
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tonazora i filozofskih perspektiva onih koji se bave bioetickim traganjem i
istrazivanjima, $to zahtijeva odredenu kriticku (auto)biografsku svijest, a §to
sve zajedno stvara uvjete za preispitivanje smisla i (stoga) motivacije onih
koji su ukljuceni u op¢i projekt bioetike, Sto (u nekom udaljenom trenutku)
vodi do preispitivanja nasih drustvenih i kulturnih pretpostavki sa svime §to to
podrazumijeva. Nadam se da ¢u identificirati neke od glavnih i neposrednijih
znacajki pitanja/problema koji trenutno ometaju otvoreniji pristup ljudskom
rastu i moguénostima unutar tri gore navedena podrudja.

EXPERIENCE AS THE BLIND SPOT OF SCIENCE:
ETHICAL IMPLICATIONS

Starting from the tension between subjective experience and the scientif-
ic pursuit of objectivity, this lecture aims to open the ethical question of the
so-called “blind spot” in contemporary science. Although science historically
arises from experience, it gradually replaces it with abstract models, whereby
the first-person perspective is often marginalized or considered an unreliable
phenomenon for measurement. This potentially gives rise to an ethical prob-
lem: what happens to the subject when their experience — the living fabric upon
which they build their identity and sense of meaning — is reduced to measura-
ble data? Drawing on examples from the neuroscience of religion, where deep-
ly personal and existential religious experiences are studied, we will examine
the possible consequences for the subject, which in turn also affect the research
outcomes themselves. First, does a transformation of experience occur — do
laboratory conditions, technological mediation, and the demand to reproduce
experience “on demand” alter the very structure of the experience? Second, is
the subject exposed to pressures (e.g., social desirability, responsibility toward
the research process) that may lead to performative rather than authentic ex-
perience? Third, does the presence of experts and measuring instruments that
seemingly “record every thought” undermine the privacy and intimacy of the
relationship with a divine entity, and ultimately the autonomy of the subject?
From this perspective, experience as the “blind spot” of science is not merely
an epistemological limitation, but also an ethical challenge.

ISKUSTVO KAO SLIJEPA TOCKA ZNANOSTI:
ETICKE IMPLIKACIJE

Polaze¢i od napetosti izmedu subjektivnog iskustva i znanstvene teznje
prema objektivnosti, predavanje zeli otvoriti eti€¢ko pitanje tzv. »slijepe toc-
ke« (eng. blind spot) u suvremenoj znanosti. lako znanost povijesno proizlazi
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iz iskustva, ona ga postupno nadomjesta apstraktnim modelima, pri ¢emu se
perspektiva prvog lica ¢esto marginalizira ili smatra nepouzdanim fenome-
nom za mjerenje. Time se potencijalno razvija eticki problem: $to se dogada
sa subjektom kada se njegovo iskustvo — zivo tkivo na kojemu gradi vlastiti
identitet 1 smisao — reducira na mjerljive informacije? Na temelju primjera iz
neuroznanosti religije, gdje se proucavaju religiozna iskustva koja zahvaéuju
dubinu subjektova bica, propitat ¢emo moguce posljedice za subjekt, Sto po-
sljedi¢no ima utjecaja i na same rezultate istrazivanja. Prvo, dolazi li do trans-
formacije iskustva — da li laboratorijski uvjeti, tehnoloska medijacija i zahtjev
za reprodukcijom iskustva »na zahtjev« struénjaka mijenjaju samu strukturu
dozivljaja? Drugo, je li subjekt izlozen pritiscima (npr. druStvena poZzeljnost,
odgovornost prema istrazivanju), koji mogu dovesti do performativnog, a ne
autenticnog iskustva? Trece, da li okruzenost struénjacima i mjernim instru-
mentima koji »biljeze svaku misao« narusava privatnost i intimu dinamike
odnosa s bozanskim entitetom, a time u konacnici i autonomiju subjekta? U
toj perspektivi, iskustvo kao »slijepa toCka« znanosti nije samo epistemoloski
nedostatak, nego i eticki izazov.
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INTRODUCING LOGOSOMATICS:
TOWARDS AN ETHICS OF BODYING

This paper introduces Logosomatics as an integrative framework for un-
derstanding human embodiment through the concept of bodying as the dy-
namic process by which individuals enact and interpret their bodily existence.
While psychosomatic and trauma-informed approaches have advanced the
understanding of regulation and embodied experience, Logosomatics propos-
es a complementary shift toward a meaning-centred, top-down perspective. It
emphasizes how attention, interpretation, and orientation shape lived embod-
iment beyond mechanisms of dysregulation and repair. The paper develops a
first-person epistemology of embodiment and outlines an ethical framework
grounded in integrity, attunement, and coherence. Logosomatics is positioned
as a complementary approach that expands current psychosomatic models by
foregrounding meaning and lived experience as central to human flourishing.

UVODENJE LOGOSOMATIKE:
PREMA ETICI TJELOVLJENJA

Ovaj rad uvodi logosomatiku kao integrativni okvir za razumijevanje ljud-
skog utjelovljenja putem koncepta tjelovijenja kao dinami¢kog procesa kojim
pojedinci ostvaruju i interpretiraju svoje tjelesno postojanje. Dok su psihoso-
matski 1 putem traume artikulirani pristupi unaprijedili razumijevanje regula-
cije 1 utjelovljenog iskustva, logosomatika predlaze komplementarni pomak
prema perspektivi usmjerenoj na smisao, fop-down perspektivi. NaglaSava
se kako pozornost, interpretacija i orijentacija oblikuju zivljeno utjelovljenje
izvan mehanizama disregulacije i popravaka. Rad razvija epistemologiju utje-
lovljenja iz prvog lica i ocrtava etic¢ki okvir utemeljen na integritetu, ugodeno-
sti i koherentnosti. Logosomatika je pozicionirana kao komplementarni pristup
koji proSiruje trenutne psihosomatske modele stavljajuéi u prvi plan smisao i
zivljeno iskustvo kao srediSnje momente za ljudski prosperitet.
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INTEGRATIVE BIOETHICS IN THE NEW EPOCH:
A GEOPOLITICAL PERSPECTIVE ON POLITICS, HEALTH
AND TECHNOLOGY IN THE LIGHT OF IAN BREMMER’S
CONCEPT OF POWER

Comprehensive bioethics, originally proposed by Van Rensselaer Potter
as a link between biological knowledge and human values, has evolved into a
multidisciplinary approach that is now strongly influenced by geopolitical and
economic factors. In the new epoch, characterized by technological accelera-
tion and global crises such as the COVID-19 pandemic, ethical decision-mak-
ing is closely connected to power relations. This paper examines integrative
bioethics from a geopolitical perspective, drawing on lan Bremmer’s concept
of power. Global conflicts and the development of artificial intelligence raise
critical issues concerning surveillance, data governance, and technological in-
equalities, which challenge principles of justice as articulated by John Rawls.
The study argues that integrative bioethics must move beyond a narrowly
health-centred approach and incorporate a critical analysis of power, technol-
ogy, and global justice.

INTEGRATIVNA BIOETIKA U NOVOJ EPOHI:
GEOPOLITICKI POGLED NA POLITIKU, ZDRAVLJE I
TEHNOLOGIJU U SVJETLU
KONCEPTA MOCI IANA BREMMERA

Sveobuhvatna bioetika, kakvu je izvorno predlozio Van Rensselaer Potter
kao poveznicu bioloSkog znanja i ljudskih vrijednosti, razvila se u multidisci-
plinarni pristup koji je sada pod snaznim utjecajem geopolitickih i ekonomskih
¢imbenika. U novoj epohi, koju karakteriziraju tehnolosko ubrzanje i globalne
krize poput pandemije COVID-19, eticko odlucivanje usko je povezano s od-
nosima mo¢i. Ovaj rad ispituje integrativnu bioetiku iz geopoliti¢ke perspek-

tive, oslanjajuci se na koncept mo¢i lana Bremmera. Globalni sukobi i razvoj
umjetne inteligencije istiCu kriti¢na pitanja povezana s nadzorom, upravlja-
njem podacima i tehnoloskim nejednakostima, Sto dovodi u pitanje principe
pravednosti kako ih je artikulirao John Rawls. U istrazivanju se tvrdi da inte-
grativna bioetika mora prevladati uski, na zdravlje usmjereni pristup i ukljuciti
kriticku analizu mo¢i, tehnologije i globalne pravednosti.
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MIGRETICS I IZAZOVI ZDRAVSTVENE ZASTITE
NA PODRUCJU KARLOVCA

Izbor teme bioetike 1 migracija potaknut je poloZajem Karlovca na fre-
kventnoj ruti kojom prolaze migranti bjeze¢i od sukoba i siromastva. Ovi po-
kreti stavljaju pred lokalnu zajednicu i zdravstvo slozene izazove temeljene na
dostojanstvu, pravednosti i solidarnosti, $to oblikuje novi koncept — migretiku.
U praksi, barijere poput jezika i nepovjerenja otezavaju skrb, dok su dermato-
logija i infektologija pod najve¢im pritiskom. Losi uvjeti u tranzitu uzrokuju
Sirenje svraba (scabies), pioderme te zahtijevaju oprez kod egzoti¢nih bolesti
(leishmanijaza, guba). Kljuéni problemi su otezana komunikacija i stigmati-
zacija migranata kao »prijenosnika bolesti,, $to vodi u socijalnu iskljucenost.
Neophodna je kontinuirana edukacija lije¢nika i jacanje mjera u smjestajnim
centrima kako bi se zastitilo javno zdravlje uz postivanje univerzalnih eti¢kih
prava svakog pacijenta.

MIGRETICS AND HEALTHCARE CHALLENGES
IN THE KARLOVAC AREA

The selection of this topic is driven by Karlovac’s position on a major
migration route. These movements challenge the local healthcare system, ne-
cessitating a new bioethical framework known as Migretics, rooted in human
dignity, justice and solidarity. In practice, healthcare faces barriers like lan-
guage gaps and limited resources. Dermatology and infectology departments
are under significant pressure due to poor hygiene in transit, leading to a surge
in scabies, pyodermas, and the risk of exotic diseases like leishmaniasis. Be-
yond medical issues, migrants face double stigmatization: as undocumented
foreigners and as potential disease carriers. This prejudice obstructs care and
fuels social exclusion. To address this, continuous clinician education and im-
proved conditions in collective housing are essential to protect public health
while upholding the universal ethical rights of every patient.
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ASPECTS OF FOLK METEOROLOGY
AS ELEMENTS OF WITTGENSTEIN’S LANGUAGE GAMES

Folk meteorology is an experientially grounded, pre-theoretical under-
standing and knowledge of weather conditions that can serve for weather fore-
casting and for shaping the cultural practices of a community (cf. Sijerkovic¢
1996; Katunar and Defranéeski 2023). In a broader context, folk meteorology
can also be linked to the concept of “traditional ecological knowledge”, i.e., the
knowledge of local communities accumulated over hundreds of years through
direct contact with the environment (Bourque et al. 1993). This paper pro-
vides an overview of the aforementioned fields of study and their application to
the weather domain and to selected linguistic material-folk sayings related to
weather phenomena. The analysis introduces the application of the philosoph-
ical-linguistic concept of “language games” by L. Wittgenstein (Wittgenstein
1953) as a key theoretical notion that connects the linguistic specificities of
weather-related sayings with their contribution to the folk understanding of the
domain of weather within a language community.

ASPEKTI PUCKE METEOROLOGIJE
KAO ELEMENTI WITTGENSTEINOVIH JEZICNIH IGARA

Pucka je meteorologija iskustveno utemeljeno predteorijsko razumijeva-
nje i poznavanje vremenskih prilika koje moze posluziti za prognozu vremena
i oblikovanje kulturnih praksi neke zajednice u skladu s njima (usp. Sijerkovié¢
1996; Katunar i Defranceski 2023). U Sirem kontekstu, pucka se meteorologija
moze povezati i s pojmom »tradicionalnog ekoloskog znanja«, odnosno znanja
lokalnih zajednica akumuliranog tijekom stotina godina neposrednim kontak-
tom s okoliSem (Bourque ef al. 1993). U ovome se radu daje pregled navedenih
podrucja proucavanja te njihova primjena na domenu meteoroloskog vremena
i odabranu jezi¢nu gradu, pucke izreke vezane uz meteoroloske pojavnosti.
Ovoj se analizi dodaje i nova perspektiva primjenom filozofsko-lingvistickog
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pojma »jezicnih igara« L. Wittgensteina (Wittgenstein 1953) kao klju¢nog
teorijskog okvira koji povezuje jezi¢ne specifi¢nosti izreka vezanih uz vrije-
me i njihova doprinosa pu¢kom poimanju domene meteoroloskog vremena u
jezicnoj zajednici.
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STRAH NAS SVAGDASNJI — BIOETICKO SAGLEDAVANJE
U VRIJEME PROGLASENE PANDEMIJE COVID-19

Vrijeme proglasene pandemije COVID-19 ocitovalo je destruktivnu mo¢
straha na ljudsko ponasanje prema sebi samome i svome okruzenju, u odluka-
ma o vlastitome zdravlju i meduljudskim odnosima. Strah od smrti i patnje, kao
i od drustvenoga odbacivanja — bilo iz obiteljskoga ili prijateljskoga kruga, gu-
bitka radnoga mjesta i financijske sigurnosti — u vrijeme pandemije COVID-19
mnoge je naveo na cijepljenje tada eksperimentalnim supstancama. Politicke
odluke o epidemiolos§kim mjerama ukazivale su na zarazu SARS-CoV-2 vi-
rusom kao velikoj prijetnji i izloZenosti CovjeCanstva njezinim posljedicama.
Mediji su planetarno $irili strah od zaraze i izazivali razarajucu paniku medu
ljudima. Iako je strah odrzao ¢ovjecanstvo na zivotu od samih njegovih poce-
taka, u pandemiji je kao emocionalna i fizioloska reakcija na prijetnju zaraze,
u jednima izazvao kriti¢ko preispitivanje novoga narativa, a u drugima poko-
ravanje njemu. Razumljivo je da strah tjera na oprez, uéenje i prilagodbu, a
upravo se to pokazalo klju¢nim u odgovoru na izazov te pandemije.

OUR EVERYDAY FEAR - BIOETHICAL INSIGHT
IN THE TIME OF THE DECLARED COVID-19 PANDEMIC

The time of the declared COVID-19 pandemic has revealed the destructive
power of fear on human behaviour towards oneself and one’s surroundings, in
decisions about one’s own health and interpersonal relationships. Fear of death
and suffering, as well as social rejection — whether from family or friends, loss
of job and financial security — during the COVID-19 pandemic led many to be
vaccinated with then experimental substances. Political decisions on epidemi-
ological measures pointed to the SARS-CoV-2 virus infection as a major threat
and humanity’s exposure to its consequences. The media spread fear of infec-
tion worldwide and caused devastating panic among people. Although fear has
kept humanity alive since its very beginnings, in the pandemic, as an emotional
and physiological reaction to the threat of infection, it has caused some to criti-
cally question the new narrative, and others to submit to it. It is understandable
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that fear forces one to be cautious, learn and adapt, and this is exactly what has
proven to be crucial in responding to the challenge of this pandemic.
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BEYOND GENES: EPIGENETIC PATTERNS REDEFINE
THE BIOETHICAL FRAMEWORK OF SURROGACY

Although surrogacy is commonly defined as gestational or genetic, recent
insights into epigenetic patterns suggest that such a division is too simplistic.
During embryonic and foetal development, environmental factors — including
the psychophysical and emotional state of the mother — modify the expression
of the baby’s genes, with possible long-term impacts on its health, and even
across generations. The concept of epigenetic kinship is based on these effects,
pointing to a biological contribution of the surrogate mother even without ge-
netic relation to the child. In addition, the disruption of the mother—child dyad
through early separation raises further health, ethical, and legal questions.
Current knowledge on epigenetic patterns and strong biological mother—child
bond calls for an expansion of the bioethical framework of surrogacy that goes
beyond its established definition.

POVRH GENA: EPIGENETSKI OBRASCI REDEFINIRAJU
BIOETICKI OKVIR ZAMJENSKOG MAJCINSTVA

Premda se surogatstvo uobicajeno definira kao gestacijsko ili genetsko,
novije spoznaje o epigenetskim uc¢incima ukazuju da je takva podjela isuvise
pojednostavljena. Tijekom embrionalnog i fetalnog razvoja okoli$ni ¢imbenici,
ukljucujuéi psihofizicko i emocionalno stanje trudnice, moduliraju ekspresiju
djetetovih gena s mogucim dugoro¢nim utjecajem na njegov fenotip i zdravlje,
painabuduce generacije. Na ovakvim epigenetskim obrascima temelji se kon-
cept epigenetskog srodstva koji ukazuje na vazan bioloski doprinos zamjenske
majke ¢ak i onda kada nema genetsku vezu s djetetom. Pored toga, rani prekid
dijade majka—dijete njihovim odvajanjem ubrzo po porodu otvara daljnji niz
zdravstvenih, etickih i pravnih pitanja. Suvremene spoznaje o epigenetskom
srodstvu 1 ¢vrstoj bioloSkoj vezi majka—dijete zahtijevaju Sirenje bioetickog
okvira surogatstva koji ¢e nadi¢i njegovu ustaljenu definiciju.
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DEFINING ‘SUSTAINABLE’ IN SUSTAINABLE SYSTEMS

Defining ‘sustainable’ is not a bureaucratic gesture, but an act of will — a
proclamation of what a being dares to become. “Sustainability” is therefore not
an ad hoc solution to slow down the sinking into mediocrity and the erosion
of the spirit, but a deliberate (re)arrangement of one’s own value system, i.c. a
reassessment of what will survive and what we need to overcome. Taleb (2012)
proposes a counterintuitive definition of ‘sustainable’ as that which not only
does not break down in response to enviromental stressors (not “robust”, like
dogma; Fromm, 1947) nor, for the sake of conformity, does it return to its pre-
vious state relatively quickly (not “resilient”, like exploitative social systems;
Mattei, 2026), but that in which environmental stressors stimulate allodapta-
tion, i.e. growth. Thus, based on above, goal of this exposition is to, as genus
proximus of the any sustainable, postulate — the living.

ODREDENJE ‘ODRZIVOG’ U ODRZIVIM SUSTAVLJIMA

Definirati ‘odrzivo’ nije birokratska gesta, ve¢ ¢in volje — proglas onoga
Sto se bi¢e usuduje postati. »Odrzivost« stoga nije ad hoc rjeSenje za uspo-
ravanje potonuca u mediokritet i eroziju duha, ve¢ namjerno (pre)uredivanje
sustava vlastitih vrijednosti tj. ponovnu procjenu onoga Sto ¢e opstati a §to
nam valja prevladati. Taleb (2012.) predlaze kontraintuitivno odredenje ‘odr-
zivog’ kao onoga Sto se od naglih promjena u okoliSu ne samo ne slama (nije
»robusno«, kao primjerice dogma; Fromm, 1947.) niti se, konformizma radi,
relativno brzo vraca u prijasnje stanje (nije »otporno«, kao primjerice eksploa-
tativna drusStvena sustavlja; Mattei, 2026.) nego onoga u cemu okoli$ni stresori
poticu alodaptaciju, tj. rast. Temeljem navedenog, cilj nam je izlaganja kao
genus proximus i¢ega odrzivog postulirati — zivo.
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PEDAGOGIJA BUDUCNOSTI I FEMINISTICKA
REKONSTRUKCIJA NASTAVE FILOZOFIJE

U ovom radu istrazuje se potencijal feministicki rekonstruirane (FER)
nastave filozofije za otvaranje prostora novog promisljanja buduénosti obra-
zovanja i druStva. FER pristup podrazumijeva distanciranje od kanonskog,
autoritarnog i androcentri¢énog modela filozofske edukacije te inzistira na rav-
nopravnosti, ukljuéivosti zivotnog iskustva (hooks, 1994) i suvremenih pro-
blema koji nas okruZuju u samu nastavu i razvijanje kritickog misljenja — $to se
smatra temeljnim ciljem nastave filozofije. Pojam budu¢nosti razmatramo kao
otvoreni horizont eti¢kog i politickog obrazovanja koje ne sluzi reprodukciji
postojecih hijerarhija, ve¢ njihovu prevladavanju. U kontekstu ubrzanih drus-
tvenih i ekoloskih kriza, ovakva nastava filozofije ne postavlja samo pitanje §to
je istina, ve¢ i tko ima pravo sudjelovati u misljenju o buduénosti. Analiziramo
na koji nacin FER principi mijenjaju razumijevanje svrhe filozofskog obrazo-
vanja te kako kroz njih mozemo artikulirati kriticki orijentiranu pedagogiju
usmjerenu prema emancipatornim vizijama sutrasnjice.

PEDAGOGY OF THE FUTURE AND THE FEMINIST
RECONSTRUCTION OF PHILOSOPHY EDUCATION

This paper explores the potential of feminist reconstructed (FER) phi-
losophy education to open up new ways of thinking about the future of educa-
tion and society. The FER approach implies a departure from canonical, aut-
horitarian, and androcentric models of philosophical education, and insists on
equality, inclusivity, the incorporation of lived experience (hooks, 1994), and
contemporary social issues into the teaching process, while fostering critical
thinking as the fundamental aim of philosophy education. The concept of the
future is approached as an open horizon of ethical and political education that
does not serve the reproduction of existing hierarchies, but rather their trans-
formation. In the context of accelerating social and ecological crises, such an
approach to philosophy teaching raises not only the question of what truth
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is, but also who has the right to participate in thinking about the future. The
paper analyzes how FER principles reshape the understanding of the purpose
of philosophical education and how they enable the articulation of a critically
oriented pedagogy directed toward emancipatory visions of the future.

OD BIOETIKE DO ALGORETIKE:
KONCEPT »DIGITALNE VRSTE« KAO I1ZAZOV
ANTROPOLOSKOM RAZUMIJEVANJU COVJEKA

Razvoj naprednih sustava umjetne inteligencije (Al) i sve ucestalije spo-
minjanje prijelaza s generativne Al (GenAl) prema generalnoj Al (AGI), otva-
ra tradicionalna eticka i bioeti¢ka pitanja na novi nacin. Ideja kreiranja umjet-
nog sustava koji bi imao vlastitu memoriju, osobnost, kreativnost i vlastitu
»svijest« otvorila je prostor poimanju Al kao nove digitalne vrste, digitalnog
bic¢a kojemu se Zeli pripisati vlastita autonomija i moralni status. Antropomor-
fizacija umjetne inteligencije i pripisivanje oblika svijesti Al-u kao prividno
svjesnom bicu (SCAI — seemingly conscious AI), osim §to dovodi u zabludu
sve vise ljudi koji u sustavima Al-a vide ono §to zapravo ne postoji, predstavlja
ozbiljan izazov antropologiji koja ova svojstva pripisuje ekskluzivno ljudskom
bi¢u. Kao odgovor na takav izazov ovo izlaganje ¢e pokusati ponuditi koncept
algoretike, kao nove eti¢ke discipline s ciljem zastite ljudskog dostojanstva,
slobode i odgovornosti u doba algoritama.

FROM BIOETHICS TO ALGORETHICS:
THE CONCEPT OF A “DIGITAL SPECIES” AS
A CHALLENGE TO THE ANTHROPOLOGICAL
UNDERSTANDING OF THE HUMAN BEING

The development of advanced artificial intelligence systems, along with
the increasingly frequent discussion of a transition from generative Al (GenAl)
to artificial general intelligence (AGI), is opening up traditional ethical and
bioethical questions in new ways. The idea of creating an artificial system en-
dowed with its own memory, personality, creativity, and “consciousness” has
opened up the possibility of understanding Al as a new digital species, a digital
being to which autonomy and moral status are attributed. The anthropomorphi-
zation of artificial intelligence and the attribution of forms of consciousness to
Al as a seemingly conscious entity (SCAI — seemingly conscious Al), not only
misleads a growing number of people who perceive in Al systems something
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that does not in fact exist, but also poses a serious challenge to anthropology,
which has traditionally ascribed these properties exclusively to the human be-
ing. In response to this challenge, this presentation seeks to propose the con-
cept of Algorethics as a new ethical discipline aimed at safeguarding human
dignity, freedom, and responsibility in the age of algorithms.
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MOTIVACIJA ZA TRCANJE
KOD STUDENATA I STUDENTICA

Studentska populacija Cesto upraznjava sedentaran nacéin Zivota, ali malo
se zna o njihovim motivima za bavljenje tréanjem, posebno prema spolu, ko-
riste¢i standardizirane alate. Ova studija je ispitala razlike u motivaciji za tr-
¢anje medu sveuciliSnim studentima koriste¢i Skalu motivacije maratonaca
(MOMS). U ovoj studiji presjeka, 533 studenata iz Srbije, Crne Gore, Bosne i
Hercegovine, Hrvatske, Sjeverne Makedonije i Slovenije (255 muskaraca, 278
zena; prosjeéna starost 21,75 + 3,2 godine) popunilo je MOMS sa 56 stavki
i prijavilo svoje trkacko iskustvo, tjedni opseg treninga i broj trka godisnje.
Cronbach alfa koeficijentom procijenjena je interna dosljednost, a preko t-te-
stova nezavisnih uzoraka usporedivani su odgovori zena i muskarca kroz devet
podskala. MOMS je pokazao dobru pouzdanost (o = 0,77-0,91). Studentice su
postigle znacajno vise rezultate od muskaraca u podrucjima Opceg zdravlja,
pripadnosti, psiholo§kog suofavanja, samopostovanja i zivotnog smisla (p <
0,01, mala do srednja veli¢ina efekta), dok su muskarci prijavili ve¢e motive
za natjecanje (p < 0,01, srednja veli¢ina efekta). Medutim, nisu utvrdene zna-
Cajne razlike medu spolovima u pogledu brige o teZini, prepoznavanja ili osob-
nog cilja. Motivacija studentica za tr¢anje prvenstveno je vodena psiholoskim,
drustvenim i zdravstvenim motivima, dok se studenti muskog spola razlikuju
uglavnom po ja¢im natjecateljskim motivima, $to ukazuje na potrebu za pristu-
pima osjetljivim na spol u promociji tréanja na sveucilistima.

RUNNING MOTIVATION IN MALE AND FEMALE
UNIVERSITY STUDENTS

University students often adopt sedentary lifestyles, yet little is known
about their motivations to engage in running, particularly by sex, using
standardized tools. This study examined sex differences in running motiva-
tion among university students using the Motivations of Marathoners Scale
(MOMS). In this cross-sectional study, 533 students from Serbia, Montenegro,
Bosnia and Herzegovina, Croatia, North Macedonia, and Slovenia (255 males,
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278 females; age 21.75 + 3.2 years) completed the 56-item MOMS and report-
ed running experience, weekly training volume, and number of races per year.
Cronbach’s alpha assessed internal consistency, and independent-samples t
tests compared males and females across nine subscales. MOMS showed good
reliability (a0 = 0.77-0.91). Female students scored significantly higher than
males on General Health, Affiliation, Psychological Coping, Self-esteem, and
Life Meaning (p <0.01, small to medium effect sizes), whereas males reported
higher Competition motives (p < 0.01, medium effect size). No significant sex
differences emerged for Weight Concern, Recognition, or Personal Goal. Fe-
male students’ running motivation is primarily driven by psychological, social,
and health-related motives, while male students are distinguished mainly by
stronger competition motives, suggesting the need for sex-sensitive approach-
es to promoting running in university settings.
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CAN WE DETECT IMAGE MANIPULATION IN SCIENCE?

Manipulation of digital images threatens research integrity, especially in
biomedical science where visual data are crucial. To explore whether such ma-
nipulations can be detected by humans, we conducted a pen-and-paper survey
with medical students and researchers, asking them to identify image dupli-
cations. A total of 831 students and 26 researchers participated. The ongoing
data collection includes social science students from Kiel University and the
University of Split. The results showed that participants demonstrated limit-
ed ability to detect duplications, identifying only about 30% of duplications
on average, with no significant difference between students and researchers,
nor across academic years. This highlights the difficulty of detecting image
manipulation, suggesting a need for greater awareness, clearer guidelines, and
automated screening tools. Ongoing data will inform the generalizability of
these findings across disciplines.

MOZEMO LI DETEKTIRATI MANIPULACIJU
SLIKAMA U ZNANOSTI?

Manipulacija digitalnim slikama predstavlja ozbiljnu prijetnju istrazivac-
kom integritetu, osobito u biomedicini gdje su vizualni podaci klju¢ni. Kako
bismo ispitali mogu li ljudi prepoznati takve manipulacije, proveli smo anketu
na papiru medu studentima medicine i istrazivacima, traze¢i od njih da identi-
ficiraju duplicirane slike. Sudjelovao je 831 student i 26 istrazivaca. U tijeku je
prikupljanje podataka koje ukljucuje studente drustvenih znanosti sa Sveuci-
lista u Kielu i Sveucilista u Splitu. Rezultati pokazuju ogranic¢enu sposobnost
detekcije dupliciranja, s prosje¢no 30 % toc¢nih odgovora, bez znacajnih razli-
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ka izmedu studenata i istrazivaca ni izmedu godina studija. Nalazi upuéuju na
potrebu za ve¢om osvijestenoséu, jasnijim smjernicama i primjenom automa-
tiziranih alata za provjeru.
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LIFE BEYOND OPTIMISATION — AGAMBEN AND
THE BIOETHICAL QUESTION OF THE LIVING

This paper explores how Giorgio Agamben’s philosophy can be made pro-
ductive for contemporary bioethics. In the context of biotechnology, digital
health technologies, and artificial intelligence in medicine, life increasingly ap-
pears as measurable, optimisable biological substrate. Drawing on Agamben’s
distinction between zoé and bios, the paper argues that modern bioethical dis-
course often remains embedded within the same biopolitical framework it seeks
to regulate, since it treats life primarily as an object of management and protec-
tion. Against this reduction, Agamben’s concepts of form-of-life (forma-di-vita)
and inoperativity (inoperosita) open a critical perspective that shifts the focus
from regulating biological processes toward questioning the conceptual frame-
work that renders life governable in the first place. Agamben therefore con-
tributes less a normative bioethics than a critical ontology of life that enables
bioethics to reflect on its own presuppositions in an age of digital biopolitics.

ZIVOT S ONU STRANU OPTIMIZACIJE —
AGAMBEN I BIOETICKO PITANJE O ZIVOME

U ovom se radu istrazuje kako se filozofija Giorgija Agambena moze uci-
niti produktivnom za suvremenu bioetiku. U kontekstu biotehnologije, digi-
talnih zdravstvenih tehnologija i umjetne inteligencije u medicini, Zivot se sve
vise pojavljuje kao mjerljiv bioloski supstrat koji se moze optimizirati. Osla-
njajuci se na Agambenovu razliku izmedu zoé i bios, rad tvrdi da moderni bio-
eticki diskurs Cesto ostaje ugraden u sam biopoliti¢ki okvir koji nastoji reguli-
rati jer zivot tretira prvenstveno kao objekt upravljanja i zastite. Nasuprot toj
redukciji, Agambenovi koncepti oblika zivota (forma-di-vita) 1 inoperativnosti
(inoperosita) otvaraju kriticku perspektivu koja pomice fokus s reguliranja
bioloskih procesa prema propitivanju konceptualnog okvira koji zivot uopce
¢ini upravljivim. Agamben stoga manje doprinosi normativnoj bioetici, a vise

pretpostavkama u doba digitalne biopolitike.
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PTSP KOD ZRTAVA SEKSUALNOG NASILJA:
IZMEDU UTVRDIVANJA PRAVDE I RETRAUMATIZACIJE

Posttraumatski stresni poremecaj (PTSP) predstavlja kompleksan psihicki
poremecaj koji nastaje kao odgovor na izrazito stresan, traumatski dogadaj ili
situaciju koja nadilazi uobicajeno zivotno iskustvo i koje izaziva jak strah i bes-
pomocénost. U mirnodopskim uvjetima dva najéeS¢a uzroka traumatizacije su
prometne nezgode i seksualno nasilje. Iako je u suvremenom europskom za-
konodavstvu teret dokazivanja seksualnog nasilja na pravosudnim organima, u
praksi ¢esto uslijed nedovoljnog obima materijalnih dokaza, slucaj se zasniva na
iskazima Zrtve i osumnji¢enog. Znacajno mjesto u dokaznom postupku ima fo-
renzi¢ka psihijatrijska procjena zrtve. Rad je zasnovan na narativnom pregledu
literature, uz integraciju klini¢kih i forenzic¢ko-psihijatrijskih iskustava u radu sa
zrtvama seksualnog nasilja. Analizirani su mehanizmi retraumatizacije tijekom
sudskog postupka, kao i postojeée preporuke za trauma-informiran pristup.

PTSD IN SURVIVORS OF SEXUAL VIOLENCE:
THE INTERPLAY BETWEEN
SEEKING JUSTICE AND RETRAUMATIZATION

Post-Traumatic Stress Disorder (PTSD) is a complex psychiatric disor-
der arising from exposure to exceptionally distressing or traumatic events that
transcend the bounds of ordinary human experience, causes intense fear and
helplessness. In civilian setting, traffic accidents and sexual violence are the
two most prevalent causes of traumatization. Although modern European le-
gislation mandates the burden of proof for sexual violence rests on judicial
authorities. In practice, due to a lack of physical evidence, cases often rely
heavily on the testimonies of the victim and the suspect. Forensic psychiatric
assessment of the victim plays a crucial role in the evidentiary proceedings.
Based on a narrative review with clinical and forensic psychiatric expertise,
this paper analyzed the mechanisms of retraumatization during legal procee-
dings, as well as existing recommendations for a trauma-informed approach.
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ISIT TOO LATE FOR A “NEW FUTURE” FOR DOG
BREEDING? AN ETHICAL ANALYSIS OF THE
IMPLEMENTATION OF CANINE WELFARE REFORMS

The recent clarion call for a “new future” for dog breeding, articulated in
a paper by Proschowsky et al. (2025), advocates comprehensive reforms that
prioritize health, genetic diversity, and the abandonment of extreme confor-
mational traits. This paper critically examines the extent to which these re-
commendations are reflected in institutional responses and whether they have
resulted in adequate measures to safeguard canine welfare. The analysis fo-
cuses on the Impact Review: A New Future for Dog Breeding, the Breeding
for Health Framework, and The Dog People'’s Manifesto of the Royal Ken-
nel Club. Through a comparative approach, the paper investigates whether the
translation of these recommendations into policy occurs only partially and in
a strategically limited manner, thereby preserving existing breeding structures
and practices. Finally, the paper questions whether recent, incremental and se-
lective reforms can meaningfully address systemic canine welfare problems,
or whether such efforts arrive too late to yield ethically justified and sustain-
able outcomes.

JE LI PREKASNO ZA »NOVU BUDUCNOST« UZGOJA PASA?
ETICKA ANALIZA IMPLEMENTACIJE REFORMI

Nedavni snazan poziv na »novu buduénost« uzgoja pasa, iznesen u clanku
Proschowsky i sur. (2025), zagovara sveobuhvatne reforme koje daju prednost
zdravlju, genetskoj raznolikosti i napustanju ekstremnih konformacijskih obi-
ljezja. U izlaganju ¢u kriticki ispitati u kojoj se mjeri te preporuke odrazavaju
u institucionalnim odgovorima te jesu li iz njih proizasle odgovaraju¢e mjere
za oCuvanje dobrobiti pasa. U srediSte izlaganja postavit ¢u dokument Impact
Review: A New Future for Dog Breeding, plan Breeding for Health Framework
i kampanju The Dog People s Manifesto Royal Kennel Cluba. Komparativnom
analizom utvrdit ¢u odvija li se prijenos preporuka iz ¢lanka u politike djelo-
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micno i strateski ograni¢eno, ¢ime se nastoje o¢uvati postojece uzgojne struk-
ture i prakse. Naposljetku, propitat ¢u mogu li nedavne, postupne i selektivne
reforme uopce smisleno odgovoriti na sustavne probleme dobrobiti pasa ili
takvi napori dolaze prekasno da bi polucili eticki opravdane i odrzive ishode.
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PROCES KANONIZACIJE KAO PRIKAZ
ZIVOTNIH MODELA

Pozadina: Sluga Bozji i Sluzbenica Bozja su naslovi za osobe za koje se
vjeruje da su bili pobozni u svojoj vjeri. Cilj: Vidjeti koliko je ljudima na odre-
denom prostoru znan postupak pokretanja procesa beatifikacije za odredene
osobe. Osobe i metode: Rabili su se razliciti izvori informacija. Rezultati anke-
te su deskriptivno analizirani. Rezultati: U uvjetima anonimnosti, dragovoljno-
sti i punoljetnosti anketirano je tijekom ozujka 2026. godine 20 osoba (m-10,
7-10) na Sirem rijeckom i pulskom podruéju. Izdvojene su dvije Sluzbenice
Bozje i Cetvorica Slugu Bozjih: Tarsilla Host-Ivesi¢ (6), s. Marija Krucifiksa
Kozuli¢ (15), Egidije Bulesic¢ (7), fra Ante Tomi€i¢ (17), dr. Antun Mahni¢ (15)
i fra Ivo Peran (15). Vecina anketiranih, nasumce odabranih, odgovorilo je da
znaju za takve postupke. Rije¢anima su poznatiji Peran i Tomicié, a Puljanima
Bulesi¢. Umjesto zakljucka: 1zgleda da ne samo Crkva nego i lai¢ki svijet do-
sta dobro zamjecuju herojske i kreposne Zivote pojedinaca, napose franjevaca.

THE CANONIZATION PROCESS
AS A REPRESENTATION OF LIFE MODELS

Background: Servant of God is the title for persons who are believed to have
been devout in their faith. Objective: To see how much people in a certain
area know about the procedure for initiating the beatification process for cer-
tain persons. Persons and methods: Various sources of information were used.
The survey results were analyzed descriptively. Results: Under conditions of
anonymity, voluntariness and legal age, 20 persons (m-10, f-10) in the wider
Rijeka and Pula area were surveyed during March 2026. Two female Servants
of God and four male Servants of God were singled out: Tarsilla Host-Ivesi¢
(6), Sr. Marija Krucifiksa Kozuli¢ (15), Egidije Bulesi¢ (7), Fr. Ante Tomici¢
(17), Dr. Antun Mahni¢ (15) and Fr. Ivo Peran (15). Most of the respondents,
randomly selected, answered that they knew about such actions. Peran and
Tomici¢ are better known to the people of Rijeka, and Bulesic¢ to the people of
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Pula. Instead of a conclusion: It seems that not only the Church but also the lay
world quite well notices the heroic and virtuous lives of individuals, especially
the Franciscans.
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ODNOS ETIKE, ESTETSKE VRIJEDNOSTI I ONTOLOGIJE
NA PRIMJERU SOFOKLOVE ANTIGONE

Cilj izlaganja predstaviti je kompleksan odnos etike, estetske vrijednosti i
ontologije na primjeru jedne od najpoznatijih tragedija u povijesti knjizevno-
sti, Sofoklove Antigone ¢ime se otvaraju duboki problemi poglavito u spektru
filozofije i teorije knjizevnosti. Polaziste za eticku problematiku knjizevnosti
bit ¢e Aristotelova Poetika s naglaskom na nuzna odredbena poeticka nacela
mimesisa i katarsisa, tj. kako bi gréka tragedija trebala, u smislu eti¢ke norme,
utjecati na grékoga gledatelja iako se radi o nuzno fikcionalnome diskursu.
Zatim, slijedi dovodenje u vezu navedenih Aristotelovih poeti¢kih nacela, koja
se primarno ti¢u etike, s ontoloskim odrednicama knjizevnoga teksta koje je
predstavio Jonathan Culler kao $to su: isticanje jezi¢noga izraza, integracija je-
zika, fikcija, estetski objekt i autoreferencijalnost gdje presudnu vaznost imaju
problemi poput toga je 1i moguée i zasto proizvoditi eticke norme iz fikcio-
nalnoga i autoreferencijalnoga teksta te estetskoga objekta Sto ¢e se pokusati
utvrditi na primjeru Antigone. Naposljetku, potrebno je vidjeti iz ¢ega proizlazi
estetska vrijednost Antigone s obzirom na njene eticke norme prema poetickim
nacelima te njen ontoloski status kao primarno fikcionalnoga teksta.

THE RELATIONSHIP BETWEEN ETHICS, AESTHETIC
VALUE AND ONTOLOGY IN SOPHOCLES’ ANTIGONE

The aim of this presentation is to present the complex relationship between
ethics, aesthetic value and ontology through the example of one of the most fa-
mous tragedies in the history of literature, Sophocles’ Antigone, thereby open-
ing questions primarily within the spectrum of philosophy and literary theory.
The starting point for the ethical issues of literature will be Aristotle’s Poetics,
with an emphasis on the essential formative poetic principles of mimesis and
catharsis; namely, how Greek tragedy should, in the sense of ethical norm, im-
pact and influence Greek public despite being a necessarily fictional discourse.
Furthermore, these Aristotelian poetic principles, which primarily concern
ethics, will be linked to the ontological characteristics of the literary text as
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presented by Johnatan Culler, such as the language expression, the integra-
tion of language, fiction, the aesthetic object, and auto-referentiality. Crucial
problems are problems such as wheter is possible, and why, to derive ethical
norms from a fictional and auto-referential literary text as an aesthetic object,
which this analysis will atempt to determine using the Antigone. Finally, it is
necessary to examine the source of Antigone’s aesthetic value in relation to its
ethical norms, according to poetic principles, and its ontological status as a
primarily fictional text.
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IZMEDU SUKOBA I DIJALOGA:
KULTURNI RATOVI KAO BIOETICKI PROBLEM

Rad polazi od pretpostavke da se suvremeni kulturni ratovi ne mogu raz-
sni 1 moralni konflikti koji oblikuju drustvenu polarizaciju. Oslanjajuci se na
Weberovu analizu vrijednosnih sukoba, kulturni ratovi tumace se kao sudari
konkurentskih svjetonazora i eti¢kih pozicija koje strukturiraju javni diskurs.
U socioloskoj perspektivi oni se analiziraju i kao procesi uspostavljanja sim-
boli¢kih granica te borbe za legitimaciju zna¢enja i vrijednosti, u okviru Bour-
dieuovih koncepata simboli¢ke moci i distinkcije. Poseban naglasak stavlja se
na eticke dimenzije tih sukoba, ukljucujuci pitanja moralnog pluralizma, gra-
nica tolerancije i mogucnosti javnog dijaloga, pri cemu se koristi Habermasov
koncept komunikativnog djelovanja. U okviru integrativne bioetike razmatra
se mogu li se kulturni ratovi razumjeti kao bioeti¢ki problem koji zahtijeva
pluriperspektivni pristup te artikulaciju zajedni¢kih normativnih orijentira u
uvjetima dubokih drustvenih podjela.

BETWEEN CONFLICT AND DIALOGUE:
CULTURE WARS AS A BIOETHICAL PROBLEM

The paper starts from the assumption that contemporary culture wars
cannot be understood solely as political or ideological conflicts, but as deep
value-based and moral disputes shaping social polarization. Drawing on We-
ber’s analysis of value conflicts, culture wars are interpreted as clashes be-
tween competing worldviews and ethical positions that structure public dis-
course. From a sociological perspective, they are further analysed as processes
of boundary-making and struggles over the legitimization of meanings and
values, within the framework of Bourdieu’s concepts of symbolic power and
distinction. Special emphasis is placed on the ethical dimensions of these con-
flicts, including questions of moral pluralism, the limits of tolerance, and the
possibility of public dialogue, drawing on Habermas’s concept of communica-
tive action. Within the framework of integrative bioethics, the paper explores
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whether culture wars can be understood as a bioethical problem requiring a
pluriperspectival approach and the articulation of shared normative orienta-
tions capable of sustaining dialogue in deeply divided societies.
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ZAMJENSKO MAJCINSTVO - ETICKA PROSUDBA

Radi ispravne cjelokupne eticke prosudbe zamjenskoga majcinstva (ZM)
te donoSenja utemeljenih i jasnih zakljuaka vezanih za njegovu primjenu,
nuzno je promisljati o ¢ovjeku — bicu savjesti koje ju uporabom zdravog ra-
zuma moze i mora ispravno oblikovati. Sagledani su, danas nam poznati, svi
ucinci ZM-a na zdravlje zametaka, djece, Zena, muskaraca, kao i njihov mo-
guci utjecaj na bracnu, obiteljsku i rodbinsku stabilnost, na zajednicu u kojoj
zive, drustvo u cjelini, odnosno buduée generacije. Svrha je rasprave u svjetlu
istine na temelju ¢injenica, provedenih istrazivanja i plodova koje su postigle
razli¢ite znanosti, cjelovito razmatrati sabrana znanja, sazeti i odvagnuti po-
zitivne 1 negativne zaklju¢ke o ZM-u, a sve radi dobre znanstvene prosudbe
i oblikovanja ispravnih etickih stajaliSta o njihovoj primjeni u ljudskoj repro-
dukciji. Rasprava pridonosi sagledavanju omjera izmedu vrlo maloga broja
dobitaka i viSestruko veéega broja gubitaka koje ZM namecu svojim sudioni-
cima, zajednici u kojoj zive kao i drustvu u cjelini.

SURROGATE MOTHERHOOD -
THE ETHICAL EVALUATION

A comprehensive ethical evaluation of surrogate motherhood (SM), with
substantiated and clear conclusions regarding their use, must be subject to the
dictates of conscience and reason. All the currently known effects of surrogate
motherhood on the health of embryos, children, women and men, as well as
its potential impact on the stability of the marriage, family, family ties, com-
munity and society, now and in the future, were analyzed. The intention of
this discussion is to shine the light of truth on the fundamental facts, research
and findings in various scientific fields, take everything into account, and then
summarize and weigh the positive and negative conclusions regarding sur-
rogate motherhood, in order to arrive at a fair scientific assessment and form
sound ethical positions on their applications in human reproduction. The ratio
between the very few benefits and the many times greater harms incurred by
the participants in surrogate motherhood, the community in which they live
and the society as a whole is considered.
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IZMEDPU ONTO-EPISTEMOLOSKE OTVORENOSTI I
DOKUMENTALITETA: PROBLEM SUBJEKTA
UNOVOJ EPOHI

Posthumanisticka paradigma dekonstrukcijom antropocentrizma i biocen-
trizma §iri pojam subjektiviteta, a vlastitu metodologiju, proisteklu iz postmo-
derne kritike objektivnog znanja i apsolutne istine, kako pokazuje Francesca
Ferrando, zadrzava dinami¢nom i kontingentnom, ¢ime se otvaraju nova eticka
i bioeti¢ka pitanja. U polemici s postmodernom i njezinim kasnijim razvojima,
Maurizio Ferraris uvodi dokumentalitet kao temelj novog realizma, nude¢i i
novu teoriju subjekta temeljenog na zapisu. Cilj je ovoga izlaganja pokazati
kako se pitanje subjekta kao nositelja etiCke odgovornosti u novoj epohi javlja
u napetosti izmedu onto-epistemoloske otvorenosti posthumanizma i doku-
mentaliteta novog realizma.

BETWEEN ONTO-EPISTEMOLOGICAL OPENNESS AND
DOCUMENTALITY: THE PROBLEM OF THE SUBJECT
INANEW EPOCH

The posthumanist paradigm, through its deconstruction of anthropocen-
trism and biocentrism, expands the notion of subjectivity. Its methodology, de-
rived from the postmodern critique of objective knowledge and absolute truth,
remains, as Francesca Ferrando shows, dynamic and contingent. This gives
rise to new ethical and bioethical questions. In opposition to postmodernism
and its later developments, Maurizio Ferraris introduces documentality as the
foundation of New Realism and, with it, a new theory of the subject grounded
in inscription and registration. This paper aims to show how the question of
the subject as the bearer of ethical and bioethical responsibility in a new epoch
emerges within the tension between the onto-epistemological openness of
posthumanism and the documentality of New Realism.
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PITANJE DJECE-SPASITELJA
1Z BIOETICKE PERSPEKTIVE

Brada-spasitelji (djeca zaceta kako bi spasila tesko bolesnog brata ili se-
stru) predstavljaju duboke bioeticke izazove. lako je medicinski napredak
omogucio ovu praksu i povecao njezino prihvacanje, i dalje postoji zabrinutost
oko autonomije, identiteta i potencijalne instrumentalizacije te djece. Iz deon-
toloske perspektive, namjerno zaceée djeteta dijelom kao sredstva za prezivlja-
vanje druge osobe postavlja pitanja o tome ugrozava li to intrinzi¢nu vrijednost
pojedinca. Istovremeno, postavljaju se pitanja o pristanku, roditeljskoj namjeri
1 moralnoj tezini obiteljske odgovornosti. Utilitaristicki okvir moze opravdati
praksu naglasavajuci smanjenje patnje i oCuvanje zivota, no takvo razmisljanje
riskira previdjeti moralni znacaj tretiranja osoba kao svrha po sebi. U konac-
nici, eticka prihvatljivost brace-spasitelja ovisi o tome jesu li njihovo dosto-
janstvo, djelovanje i dugoro¢ni prosperitet istinski podrzani, a ne podredeni
potrebama drugih.

THE ISSUE OF SAVIOR SIBLINGS FROM
A BIOETHICAL PERSPECTIVE

Savior siblings (children conceived to save a seriously ill sibling) pose pro-
found bioethical challenges. While medical advances have enabled this practice
and increased its acceptance, concerns remain about the autonomy, identity, and
potential instrumentalization of these children. From a deontological perspec-
tive, the deliberate conception of a child partly as a means to another’s survival
raises questions about whether this compromises the intrinsic worth of the indi-
vidual. At the same time, questions arise about consent, parental intention, and
the moral weight of familial responsibility. A utilitarian framework may justi-
fy the practice by emphasizing the reduction of suffering and the preservation
of life, yet such reasoning risks overlooking the moral significance of treating
persons as ends in themselves. Ultimately, the ethical acceptability of savior
siblings depends on whether their dignity, agency, and long-term flourishing are
genuinely upheld, rather than subordinated to the needs of others.
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RAPIDNO SKIDANJE KILOGRAMA
U BORILACKIM SPORTOVIMA: ETICKA DILEMA IZMEDU
NATJECATELJSKE PREDNOSTI I ZDRAVSTVENOG RIZIKA

Rapidno skidanje kilograma u borilackim sportovima predstavlja cestu, ali
zabrinjavajucu praksu koja ¢esto zapocinje ve¢ u adolescenciji. Sportasi sma-
njuju tjelesnu masu kako bi se natjecali u nizim kategorijama, iako znanstveni
dokazi ne potvrduju jasnu natjecateljsku prednost, dok su zdravstveni rizici
znacajni. Uobicajene metode ukljucuju restrikciju hrane i tekuéine, povecani
intenzitet treninga te dehidraciju putem sauna ili nepropusne odjece. Takve
strategije mogu narusiti snagu, izdrzljivost i koncentraciju te dovesti do ozbilj-
nih zdravstvenih problema. Prisutne su i psiholoske posljedice poput stresa,
anksioznosti i poremecaja u prehrani. Time se otvara eti¢ko pitanje opravdano-
sti ugrozavanja zdravlja radi sportskog uspjeha. Preporucuje se postupno sma-
njenje tjelesne mase kroz uravnotezenu prehranu i pravilno planiran trening,
¢ime se §titi zdravlje i dugoro¢no poboljsava sportska izvedba.

RAPID WEIGHT CUTTING IN COMBAT SPORTS:
AN ETHICAL DILEMMA BETWEEN COMPETITIVE
ADVANTAGE AND HEALTH RISK

Rapid weight cutting in combat sports represents a widespread yet concer-
ning practice, often initiated during adolescence. Athletes commonly reduce
body mass to compete in lower weight categories, assuming a competitive
advantage, although current scientific evidence does not consistently support
this claim. Typical methods include caloric and fluid restriction, increased trai-
ning intensity, and dehydration through saunas or impermeable clothing. Such
practices may impair strength, endurance, and cognitive performance, and in
severe cases lead to serious health complications, including cardiovascular
and renal dysfunction. In addition to physiological risks, notable psychologi-
cal effects include elevated stress, anxiety, irritability, and the development of
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disordered eating behaviors. These findings raise a significant ethical concern
regarding the justification of health risks in pursuit of athletic success, particu-
larly among youth populations. A more appropriate approach involves gradual
weight management through balanced nutrition and structured training, pro-
moting both athlete health and long-term performance outcomes.
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RESOURCES OF HISTORY AND IMAGINING
BIOLOGICAL FUTURE: A POPPERIAN PUZZLE

Over the last 250 years the average lifespan has doubled, with a tendency
to grow, and the number of humans on the planet is increasing rapidly. How to
support the increasingly massive social layers that do not produce economic
profit? How to support the increasingly expensive treatment of an aging pop-
ulation? Should we expect a collapse of global resources? Karl Popper (1902—
1994) argued that history cannot impose any liability for the future. So, how
to include the heritage buried in the past while facing dilemmas deprived of
historical and ethical precedent? Popper pointed to the advantages of evolving
scientific knowledge that brings a general good, convinced that a reasonable
discussion about metaphysical ideas, moral values, or even purposes is possi-
ble. Eventually, history may become the basis of ethical reflection, instead of a
list of pseudohistorical priorities.

RESURSI POVIJESTI I ZAMISLJANJE BIOLOSKE
BUDUCNOSTI: POPPEROVA ZAGONETKA

Tijekom posljednjih 250 godina prosjecni zivotni vijek se udvostrucio, s
tendencijom rasta, a broj ljudi na planetu brzo se povecava. Kako podrzati sve
masovnije socijalne slojeve koji ne proizvode ekonomsku dobit? Kako podr-
zati sve skuplje lije¢enje stanovnistva koje je u prosjeku sve starije? Trebamo
li o¢ekivati kolaps globalnih resursa? Karl Popper (1902.-1994.) tvrdio je da
povijest ne moze nametnuti nikakvu odgovornost za buduc¢nost. Dakle, kako
ukljuciti bastinu zakopanu u proslosti, a istovremeno se suociti s dilemama
lisSenim povijesnog i etickog presedana? Popper je ukazao na prednosti razvoja
znanstvenog znanja koje donosi opée dobro, uvjeren da je moguéa razumna
rasprava o metafizickim idejama, moralnim vrijednostima ili ¢ak ciljevima.
Na kraju, povijest moze postati osnova etickog promisljanja, umjesto popisa
pseudopovijesnih prioriteta.
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BRIDGING DISCIPLINES:
INTEGRATIVE BIOETHICS AND THE ETHICAL
CHALLENGES OF WIRELESS TECHNOLOGIES

IN THE 5G/6G ERA

The rapid rollout of 5G and emerging 6G technologies — featuring tera-
hertz frequencies, Integrated Sensing and Communication (ISAC), and Al-na-
tive networks — raises profound ethical questions beyond technical perfor-
mance and biomedical safety. This symposium adopts an integrative bioethics
framework that bridges bioethics, engineering, environmental science, public
health, law, philosophy, and social sciences. Emphasizing pluriperspectivism
and the interconnectedness of human, animal, and ecosystem health, it ex-
plores key themes: potential RF-EMF impacts (thermal and non-thermal), eq-
uitable access and the digital divide, privacy, data sovereignty, cybersecurity,
environmental sustainability (energy use, e-waste, ecological effects), vulnera-
bility of sensitive populations (children, pregnant people, EHS), informed con-
sent, public trust, and the ethics of surveillance and brain-computer interface
augmentation. Drawing on scientific evidence, ICNIRP guidelines, and case
studies, the discussion examines opportunities in remote healthcare, precision
agriculture, and disaster response alongside ethical risks such as conflicts of
interest, precautionary principles, and intergenerational justice. Through inter-
disciplinary dialogue, it seeks actionable pathways for responsible 6G innova-
tion that prioritize human flourishing, environmental integrity, and sustainable
development.

POVEZIVANJE DISCIPLINA:
INTEGRATIVNA BIOETIKA I ETICKI IZAZOVI
BEZICNIH TEHNOLOGIJA U ERI 5G/6G

Brza proliferacija bezi¢nih tehnologija — od Siroke primjene 5G do razvoja
6G sustava s terahertz frekvencijama, integriranim osjetilima i komunikacijom
(ISAC) te Al-nativnim mrezama — postavlja duboka eticka pitanja koja nadila-
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ze tehnicke performanse 1 biomedicinsku sigurnost. Ovaj simpozij usvaja in-
tegrativni bioeticki okvir koji povezuje vise disciplina (bioetiku, inZenjerstvo,
znanost o okoliSu, javno zdravstvo, pravo, filozofiju i drustvene znanosti) kako
bi potaknuo holisticku, promisljenu i inkluzivnu eticku analizu. Integrativna
bioetika naglasava pluriperspektivizam, medusobnu povezanost zdravlja ljudi,
zivotinja 1 ekosustava te stvaranje orijentacijskog znanja za odgovorno do-
nosenje odluka. Klju¢ne teme ukljucuju: potencijalne biomedicinske utjecaje
radiofrekvencijskih elektromagnetskih polja (RF-EMF), ukljucuju¢i toplinske
i netoplinske mehanizme; ravnopravni pristup i digitalni jaz; privatnost, su-
verenitet podataka i kiberneticku sigurnost u hiper-povezanim okruzenjima;
odrzivost okolisa (potro$nja energije, elektronicki otpad, ekoloski utjecaji);
ranjivost osjetljivih skupina (djeca, trudnice, osobe s elektromagnetskom
preosjetljivoscu) te Sire drustvene implikacije poput informiranog pristanka,
javnog povjerenja i etike sveprisutnog nadzora ili augmentacije mozga putem
bezi¢nih brain-computer sucelja. Sudionici ¢e, oslanjajuéi se na aktualne znan-
stvene dokaze, regulatorne okvire (npr. ICNIRP smjernice) i stvarne slucajeve,
istraziti prilike (kao Sto su napredak u telemedicini, preciznoj poljoprivredi i
odgovoru na katastrofe) te eticke rizike, ukljucujuci sukobe interesa, nacelo
opreza i medugeneracijsku pravdu. Cilj rasprave je pronaci konkretne putove
za odgovornu inovaciju koja stavlja u srediste ljudski napredak, integritet oko-
lisa i drustvenu dobrobit u prijelazu na 6G i dalje.
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RAZDVAJANJE SPOLNOSTI I REPRODUKCIJE —
DOKLE SMO STIGLI?

Naputak o postivanju ljudskog zivota u nastanku i o dostojanstvu radanja,
Donum Vitae govori o potrebnoj neraskidivosti izmedu bra¢nog ¢ina i ¢ina ra-
danja. Trenutkom neprihvacanja toga koncepta nastaje raskid izmedu bra¢nog
¢ina i ¢ina radanja te se otvara prostor za manipulacije s plodnoséu. S jedne
strane omogucena je kontracepcija koja vremenom zauzima sve vi§e prostora u
zivotu zene. Pocetak kontracepcije kre¢e 60-ih godina 20. stoljeca i od tada se
uporaba §iri. S druge strane dvadeset godina kasnije kre¢u razne »in vitro« teh-
nike. Naime, kontracepcijom nastaje odgoda radanja, za kasne fertilne godine,
a time se drasti¢no smanjuje plodnost i povecava neplodnost. Rezultat takvog
zivota su mnoge lose nuspojave, kako u drustvenom, tako i u medicinskom
pogledu. Konac¢ni rezultat je veliki porast stanovnistva koje ne rada, slijedi
depopulacija, a njezino rje$avanje bi trebalo zauzimati centralno strategijsko
mjesto u veéini europskih drzava danas.

DISSOCIATION OF SEXUALITY AND REPRODUCTION -
HOW FAR HAVE WE COME?

The instruction on respect for human life at its origin and on the dignity
of procreation, Donum Vitae, speaks of the necessary inseparability between
the marital act and the act of procreation. The moment this concept is rejected,
a separation arises between the marital act and the act of procreation, opening
up space for the manipulation of fertility. On the one hand, contraception is
enabled, and, over time, occupies an increasingly larger place in a woman’s
life. The beginnings of contraception date back to the 1960s, and since then
its use has continued to spread. On other hand, about twenty years later, var-
ious “in vitro” techniques emerged. Contraception leads to the postponement
of childbirth into later fertile years, which drastically reduces fertility and
increases infertility. The result of such a way of life is many negative side ef-
fects, both socially and medically. The final outcome is a significant increase
in the population that does not have children, followed by depopulation, the
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resolution of which should occupy a central strategic position in most Euro-
pean countries today.
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LUTS - MEDIKAMENTOZNO LIJECENJE

LUTS (eng. lower urinary tract symptoms), u prijevodu simptomi donjeg
mokracnog sustava simptomi su povezani s mokrenjem razli¢itog intenziteta i
u razli¢itim kombinacijama. Dijelimo ih na simptome pohrane, simptome mo-
krenja i postmikcijske simptome. Ucestalost LUTS-a raste s dobi te su simptomi
u nekom vidu prisutni u vise od tre¢ine muskaraca starijih od Sezdeset i pet
godina. S obzirom na to da navedeni simptomi nisu povezani samo s prostatom
nego i poremecajima koji zahvacaju ostatak donjeg urinarnog sustava, potreb-
no je uciniti odgovarajucu dijagnostiku, nakon koje lije¢enje moze varirati od
preporuke higijensko-dijetetskih mjera preko medikamentozne do operacijske
terapije. U ovome izlaganju bit ¢e prikazana medikametozna terapija LUTS-a.

LUTS - PHARMACOLOGICAL TREATMENT

Lower urinary tract symptoms (LUTS) represent a group of symptoms
associated with urination varying in intensity and occurring in different com-
binations. We divide them into storage symptoms, urination symptoms, and
post-micturition symptoms. The prevalence of LUTS increases with age —
more than a third of men over the age of sixty-five experience these symptoms.
Since the mentioned symptoms are not only related to the prostate but also to
disorders affecting the rest of the lower urinary tract, it is necessary to establish
an appropriate diagnosis. Treatment often ranges from recommendations of
specific hygienic and dietary measures to pharmacological and surgical thera-
py. The pharmacotherapy of LUTS is discussed in this presentation.

EKOLOSKA PRAVDA U HRVATSKOJ:
IZMEDU ZELENIH POLITIKA I
SOCIJALNO-EKOLOSKIH NEJEDNAKOSTI

Rad analizira ekoloSku pravdu u Hrvatskoj. Polazi od pretpostavke da eko-
loski problemi nesrazmjerno pogadaju razli¢ite zajednice te da zelene politike
ne uzimaju uvijek u obzir njihove specificne uvjete. Koristenjem okvira soci-
jalno-ekoloskih sustava (SES) i pristupa ekoloske pravde, analiza se usmjerava
na odnose moéi, raspodjelu okolisnih tereta i koristi te ukljucenost razli¢itih
aktera u procese odlucivanja. Postavlja se pitanje tko ima pravo na okolis i tko
snosi posljedice njegova koristenja. Kroz tri studije slu¢aja (ruralno zagade-
nje, urbani okoli$ni problemi i nepravda prema neljudskim bi¢ima) istrazuje
se epistemicka pravda, odnosno ¢iji se glasovi i znanja priznaju u oblikovanju
okolisnih politika, kao i ontoloski pluralizam, koji otvara prostor ukljuc¢ivanju
neljudskog svijeta. Ovaj rad je nastao u okviru institucionalnoga istrazivackog
projekta YEKOPRAVDA« (NPOO 581-990-1054) Filozofskog fakulteta u Za-
grebu koji financira Europska unija — NextGenerationEU.

ENVIRONMENTAL JUSTICE IN CROATIA:
BETWEEN GREEN POLICIES AND
SOCIAL-ECOLOGICAL INEQUALITIES

The paper examines environmental justice in Croatia. It argues that envi-
ronmental problems disproportionately affect different communities and that
green policies do not always take into account their specific conditions. Using
the social-ecological systems (SES) framework and the environmental justice
approach, the analysis focuses on power relations, the distribution of envi-
ronmental burdens and benefits, as well as the inclusion of various actors in
decision-making. It asks who has the right to the environment and who bears
the consequences of its use. Through three case studies (rural pollution, urban
issues, and non-human beings), it explores epistemic justice, i.e. whose know-
ledge and voices are recognized in shaping environmental policies, and onto-
logical pluralism, opening the space for the non-human world. This paper was
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written as part of the institutional research project “ECOJUSTICE” (NPOO
581-990-1054) at the University of Zagreb, Faculty of Humanities and Social
Sciences; funded by the European Union — NextGenerationEU.
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ETICKE DILEME KADA JE U PITANJU AUTONOMIJA
BOLESNIKA NASUPROT SIGURNOSTI I DOBROBITI

U svakodnevnom radu susre¢emo se s raznim dvosmjernim situacijama
koje dovode do izazova u donosSenju ispravnih odluka. Eticka nacela zagova-
raju autonomiju bolesnika u odlucivanju o prihvacanju medicinske pomoc¢i i
lije¢enju. Nasuprot odbijanja pomod¢i ili Zelje za ostankom u uvjetima koji su
nesigurni osobito dolazi do izrazaja kod starijih osoba. Tu se javlja dilema
da li posStovati bolesnikovo pravo na samoodredenje, cak i ako donosi »lose«
odluke ili intervenirati protiv njegove volje radi njegove sigurnosti. Tesko je
procijeniti radi li se o slobodnom izboru stila zivota ili o padu kognitivnih spo-
sobnosti koji zahtijeva prisilnu intervenciju. Sve to otvara mnoga pitanja koja
treba rijesiti prije donoSenja krajnje odluke. A ujedno javlja se strah od vlastite
nemoci, tj. moralni stres.

ETHICAL DILEMMAS WHEN IT COMES TO
PATIENT AUTONOMY VERSUS SAFETY AND WELL-BEING

In our daily work, we encounter various two-way situations that lead to
challenges in making the right decisions. Ethical principles advocate the au-
tonomy of patients in deciding whether to accept medical help and treatment.
In contrast, refusing help or wanting to remain in unsafe conditions is particu-
larly evident in the elderly. Here, the dilemma arises of whether to respect the
patient’s right to self-determination, even if they make “bad” decisions or to
intervene against their will for the sake of their safety. It is difficult to assess
whether this is a free choice of lifestyle or a decline in cognitive abilities that
requires forced intervention. All of this raises many questions that need to be
resolved before making a final decision. At the same time, there is a fear of
one’s own helplessness, i.e. moral stress.
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THE ETHICS OF HUMAN BODILY MODIFICATION
FOR THE PURPOSES OF PARTICIPATION IN SPORT

There is a general moral intuition that modifying the human body with
enhancements for the purposes of gaining an advantage in sporting compe-
titions is immoral. Typically, this intuition is grounded in attachments to the
principles of fairness and safety. There is, however, a separate moral intuition
that intentionally injuring or downgrading the human body surgically, or with
controlled force, for the purposes of qualifying to participate in disabled sport
is also immoral. Justifying this second intuition on the basis of fairness and
safety is much less theoretically defensible. In this paper, I contend that the
concept of perfectionism — the idea that moral value is derived from the ex-
pression of uniquely human capacities — is a unifying philosophical position
that can explain why in both the situations of enhancing or injuring the human
body, many come to equally negative moral appraisals.

ETIKA LJUDSKIH TJELESNIH MODIFIKACIJA
U SVRHU SUDJELOVANJA U SPORTU

Postoji opéa moralna intuicija da je modificiranje ljudskoga tijela s pobolj-
Sanjima u svrhu stjecanja prednosti u sportskim natjecanjima nemoralno. Ti-
picno, ta se intuicija temelji na privrzenosti nacelima pravednosti i sigurnosti.
Medutim, postoji i zasebna moralna intuicija da je namjerno ozljedivanje ili
degradiranje ljudskog tijela kirur§kim putem ili kontroliranom silom, u svrhu
kvalificiranja za sudjelovanje u sportu za osobe s invaliditetom, takoder ne-
moralno. Opravdavanje ove druge intuicije na temelju pravednosti i sigurnosti
mnogo je teze teorijski braniti. U ovom radu tvrdim da je koncept perfekcio-
nizma — ideja da moralna vrijednost proizlazi iz izrazavanja jedinstveno ljud-
skih sposobnosti — ujedinjujuca filozofska pozicija koja moze objasniti zasto
u obje situacije, poboljSanja ili ozljedivanja ljudskog tijela, mnogi dolaze do
jednako negativnih moralnih procjena.
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EKOLOSKI I BIOETICKI ASPEKTI ZBRINJAVANJA
POSMRTNIH OSTATAKA LJUDSKIH TIJELA

Promisljanja o kriogenim i drugim metodama zbrinjavanja posmrtnih
ostataka ljudskih tijela kao alternativa krematorijima danas su presla iz teorij-
ske u prakti¢nu sferu. Pocevsi od vise tisuc¢a godina starog biblijskog retka iz
Knjige Postanka — prah si i u prah ¢ées se vratiti — koji govori o vremenitosti
ljudskoga zivota i raspadljivosti tijela, dobro je s ekoloske, a svakako i bioetic-
ke platforme raspraviti o dostupnim metodama postupanja s mrtvim ljudskim
tijelima. Jedan od aspekata zasigurno je utjecaj na okolis, a drugi, obuhvatniji,
jest znacaj bioetickog konteksta za ovu problematiku. On ukljucuje humanu
i duhovnu stranu doti¢u¢i se pitanja dostojanstva ljudskoga tijela nakon smr-
ti. U nasem kulturnom krugu gdje dominira ukop, neko¢ je sumnje izazivalo
kremiranje, a danas to ¢ini pretvorba u dijamant, kompostiranje, pretvorba u
vodu, smrzavanje i kriomacija. U tom je smislu, s obzirom na veéinski vjer-
nicki deklarirano stanovnistvo, korisno podsjetiti i na kr$¢anski stav o odnosu
prema ljudskim posmrtnim ostacima. Nase osobno gledanje na smrt ovisi o
tome kako gledamo sami na sebe.

ECOLOGICAL AND BIOETHICAL ASPECTS OF
HANDLING HUMAN REMAINS

Reflections on cryogenic and other methods of handling human remains as
alternatives to crematoria have today moved from the theoretical to the practi-
cal sphere. Starting from a thousands of years old Biblical verse from the Book
of Genesis — dust you are and to dust you shall return — which speaks of the
temporality of human life and the perishability of the body, it is good from an
ecological and certainly also bioethical platform to discuss the available meth-
ods of dealing with dead human bodies. One aspect is certainly the environ-
mental impact, and another, broader, is the significance of the bioethical con-
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text for this issue. It includes the humane and spiritual component, questioning
the dignity of the human body after death. In our cultural circle, where burial
predominates, cremation once raised doubts, and today it is transformation
into a diamond, composting, conversion into water, freezing, and cryomation.
In this sense, considering the predominantly religious declared population, it is
useful to also recall the Christian view on the treatment of dead human bodies.
Our personal view on death depends on how we see ourselves.
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ZACARANI KRUG GENETSKOG INZENJERINGA

Genetski inzenjering sve se ¢es¢e predstavlja kao tehnologija koja bi mo-
gla proizvesti zdravije, inteligentnije i sposobnije generacije. Takva vizija, pak,
otvara bitno sociolosko i bioeticko pitanje, a to je: »Tko ima pravo definiranja
$to znaci ‘bolji’ Covjek?« Ideja stvaranja »najboljih« neizbjezno podrazumije-
va i postojanje onih koji ¢e biti oznaceni kao »losiji«, a to ¢e reci da je prisutan
zacarani krug stratifikacije koja u drustvu postoji i bez genetskog inzenjeringa.
Ovo izlaganje nece nastojati suzbiti pozitivne ¢injenice o genetskom inZenje-
ringu, ve¢ ¢e nastojati objasniti da ¢e ¢ak i s njim postojati normalna raspodjela
prema sposobnostima kao $to to pokazuje Gaussova krivulja.

THE VICIOUS CYCLE OF GENETIC ENGINEERING

Genetic engineering is increasingly presented as a technology that could
produce healthier, more intelligent, and more capable generations. However,
such a vision raises a fundamental sociological and bioethical question: “Who
has the right to define what a ‘better’ human being means?”. The idea of cre-
ating the “best” inevitably implies the existence of those who will be labelled
as “worse”, which shows a vicious cycle of stratification is present in society
even without genetic engineering. This presentation will not focus on disputing
the positive aspects of genetic engineering, but rather on attempting to explain
that even with it a normal distribution according to abilities will inevitably
exist, as illustrated by the Gaussian curve.
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JAIZVAN SVOG TIJELA

Interakcija psihe i tjelesnih funkcija moze se promatrati kao medusobno
povezano djelovanje mentalnih procesa i tjelesnih stanja. Posebnu ulogu ima
mozak koji u suradnji s tijelom oblikuje osjecaj identiteta i cjelovitosti osobe.
U uvjetima visokog stresa moze do¢i do naruSavanja tog jedinstva, odnosno
diskonekcije izmedu psihickog i tjelesnog iskustva. Takva stanja oCituju se
kroz fenomene poput derealizacije, depersonalizacije i tjelesne dismorfije, pri
¢emu se osoba moze dozivljavati distancirano i imati poteskoée u povezivanju
s vlastitim tijelom i stvarnoscu.

ME OUTSIDE MY BODY

The interaction of the psyche and bodily functions can be viewed as the
interconnected workings of mental processes and bodily states. The brain plays
a special role, which, in cooperation with the body, shapes the sense of iden-
tity and wholeness of a person. In conditions of high stress, this unity can be
disrupted, or a disconnection can be created between the psychic and bodily
experience. Such states manifest themselves through phenomena such as de-
realization, depersonalization, and body dysmorphia, in which a person may
feel distant from themselves and can have difficulty connecting with their own
body and reality.

TEHNOLOGIJE SEBSTVA
U SUVREMENOJ LITERATURI ZA SAMOPOMOC —
ANALIZA DJELA JORDANA PETERSONA I MEL ROBBINS

Zbog stalnog drustvenog pritiska na pojedinca da neprestano napreduje
i radi na sebi, ljudi se sve vise okrecu literaturi takve vrste. Pojedini auto-
ri pritom preuzimaju stoicke ideje i smjestaju ih u kapitalisticki kontekst. Za
stoike najveca je vrijednost bila vrlina, dok se danas Cesto naglasava uspjeh.
Stoicizam tako postaje motivacijski alat unutar industrije produktivnosti. U
sustavu kasnog kapitalizma, tijelo i subjekt postaju stalni objekt optimizacije
i rada na sebi. U djelima Jordana Petersona i Mel Robbins analizirat ¢emo
tehnologije sebstva, odnosno nac¢ine na koje autori oblikuju subjektivnost te
kojim se tehnikama pritom sluze, oslanjajuéi se na teorije Michela Foucaulta
i Pierrea Hadota.

TECHNOLOGIES OF THE SELF
IN CONTEMPORARY SELF-HELP LITERATURE -
AN ANALYSIS OF THE WORKS OF
JORDAN PETERSON AND MEL ROBBINS

Due to the constant social pressure on individuals to continuously improve
and work on themselves, people are increasingly turning to that type of litera-
ture. Some of these authors take Stoic ideas and place them in a capitalist con-
text. For the Stoics, the greatest value was virtue, while today, success is often
emphasized. Stoicism thus becomes a motivational tool within the productivity
industry. In the system of late capitalism, the body and the subject become a
perpetual object of optimization, constantly working on themselves. Through
the works of Jordan Peterson and Mel Robbins, we will analyze technologies
of the self, that is, how these authors shape subjectivity and the techniques they
use, relying on the theories of Michel Foucault and Pierre Hadot.
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SMRT KAO ASKETSKA PRAKSA -
JAINISTICKO RAZUMIJEVANJE TIJELA U SALLEKHANA

U okviru jainisticke filozofije tijelo se razumije kao privremena i karmic-
ki uvjetovana manifestacija duse (jiva) ¢ija je konacna svrha oslobodenje od
materijalnih vezanosti. Jedna od najradikalnijih asketskih praksi u toj tradiciji
jest sallekhana, ritualni post do smrti kojim se nastoji postupno napustiti tije-
lo i umanyjiti karmic¢ke naslage. Ovo izlaganje analizira praksu Sallekhana u
kontekstu jainistickog razumijevanja tijela, askeze i smrti. Posebna paznja po-
svecéuje se pitanju na koji nacin ta praksa preispituje odnos izmedu tjelesnosti
i duhovnog oslobodenja, kao i granice izmedu religijske discipline i eti¢kih
problema vezanih sa svojstvom odricanja od tijela u tradiciji jainizma.

DEATH AS AN ASCETIC PRACTICE -
THE JAINIST UNDERSTANDING OF THE BODY IN
SALLEKHANA

Within the framework of Jain philosophy, the body is understood as a tem-
porary and karmically conditioned manifestation of the soul (jiva), whose ulti-
mate purpose is liberation from material attachments. One of the most radical
ascetic practices in this tradition is Sallekhana, a ritual fast unto death through
which the practitioner seeks to gradually abandon the body and reduce accu-
mulated karma. This presentation analyzes the practice of Sallekhana in the
context of the Jain understanding of the body, asceticism, and death. Special
attention is paid to the question of how this practice reexamines the relation-
ship between corporeality and spiritual liberation, as well as the boundaries
between religious discipline and the ethical issues related to the renunciation
of the body within the Jain tradition.
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LOSE TI SE PISE - DEKONSTRUKCIJA TAROTA KROZ
ANTIPSIHIJATRIJSKO KVIR GLEDISTE

Ovo ¢e se izlaganje baviti tarotom — ne kao alatom za proricanje budué-
nosti, ve¢ kao terapeutskim pomagalom koriste¢i se antipsihijatrijskim i kvir
gledistem. Po misljenju C. G. Junga, tarot je reflektivno pomagalo koje kori-
sti arhetipske simbole u otkrivanju nesvjesnog. U skladu s tom interpretaci-
jom, tarot nije magijsko sredstvo, nego simboli¢ki jezik arhetipova koji moze
pomo¢i u razumijevanju nesvjesnih procesa. Prateci tijek svijesti sveprisutne
homofobije unutar zdravstvenog sustava, izlaganje ¢e se pozabaviti alternativ-
nom metodom u kvir pojedinaca — tarotom.

NOT IN THE CARDS FOR YOU - DECONSTRUCTING TAROT
THROUGH AN ANTI-PSYCHIATRIC QUEER PERSPECTIVE

This presentation will deal with tarot — not as a tool for predicting the
future, but rather as a therapeutic aid, using an anti-psychiatric and queer per-
spective. According to C. G. Jung, tarot is a reflective tool that uses archetypal
symbols to reveal the unconscious. According to this interpretation, tarot is not
a magical device but rather a symbolic language of archetypes that can help in
understanding unconscious processes. Following the stream of consciousness
of the pervasive homophobia within the healthcare system, the presentation
will focus on an alternative method of psychotherapy in queer individuals —
tarot.
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TIJELO KAO MEHANIZAM DRUSTVENOG NAPRETKA

O tijelu se uvijek govorilo i ono se nerijetko promatra iz drustvenog as-
pekta. Ljudi su, tijekom povijesti, kao i danas, ¢esto bili bolesni i pokusavali
su se izlije€iti na razli¢ite nacine, $to je druStvu donosilo pozitivne rezultate.
Tijelo tako postaje dio druStvenog napretka i promjene uopée jer svako otkri-
vanje novog lijeka nije tek pojedinéev uspjeh, vec i dio drustvenog napretka.
Neke stvari koje su tada bile eti¢ne sada nisu, no pitanje je radi li Covjek danas
iste stvari kao prije. Sto se dogada kad ¢ovjek postane sveden samo na tijelo i
mehanizam drustvenog napretka?

THE BODY AS A MECHANISM OF SOCIAL PROGRESS

The body has always been a topic of discussion, and it is often viewed
from a social perspective. Throughout history, as well as today, people have
often been sick and have tried to heal themselves in various ways, which in
turn brought positive results to society. Thus, the body has become a part of so-
ciety’s progress and change, because every discovery of a new medicine is not
only an individual’s success, but is also part of societal progress. Some things
that were ethical then are not ethical now, but the question is whether people
do the same things today as they did before? What happens when a person is
reduced to just a body and a mechanism for social progress?
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TIJELO SPORTASA KAO ROBA

Profesionalni sportas u sportu prestaje biti nositelj vlastitog identiteta — on
postaje objektom, a njegovo tijelo robom. Sporta$ je ekonomski resurs koji
je pod stalnim nadzorom sustava kako bi se osigurala korisnost njegova tije-
la trzistu i sustavu. Tijelo se, dakle, transformira u kapital, objekt ulaganja i
optimizacije radi iskoristivosti. Rehabilitacija i biotehnoloska sredstva funk-
cioniraju kao ¢imbenici o¢uvanja investicije, a ozljeda predstavlja pad trzi$ne
vrijednosti i postaje teret klubu ili sponzorima, dok sportas postaje zamjenjiv.
Na taj se nacin otvara mogucénost za nasu analizu ovih problema pomocu ideja
i koncepata koje izlazu Karl Marx i Michel Foucault: otudenje rada i biomoc¢.

THE ATHLETE’S BODY AS A COMMODITY

In sport, a professional athlete stops being the bearer of his own identi-
ty — he becomes an object, and his body a commodity. The athlete functions
as an economic resource under constant surveillance by the system to ensure
that his body remains useful to the market and the system. Thus, the body is
transformed into capital, an object of investment and optimization for the sake
of usability. Rehabilitation and biotechnological interventions serve as mecha-
nisms for preserving this investment, while injury represents a drop in market
value and becomes a burden for the club or sponsors, and with that, the ath-
lete becomes replaceable. This opens the possibility of analyzing these issues
through the ideas and concepts presented by Karl Marx and Michel Foucault:
alienated labor and biopower.
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IZMEDU BIOLOGIJE I ISKUSTVA -
TIJELO KAO RELACIJA

Suvremena medicina ¢esto najavljuje »kraj bolesti«, ¢ime se ne mijenja
samo medicinska praksa, ve¢ i ontoloski status tijela. Polazec¢i od Langove teze
o transformaciji medicine, izlaganje predlaze pomak od klasi¢ne slike Covjeka
kao bi¢a definiranog primarno umnos¢u, a zatim tjelesno$¢u prema razumije-
vanju ¢ovjeka kao bica relacije. Ako je relacija osnovna metafizicka kategorija
ljudskog postojanja, onda tijelo vise nije stabilan bioloski supstrat, ve¢ mjesto
odnosa izmedu organizma i iskustva. U tom okviru, »nove bolesti« oznacavaju
nove medicinske dijagnoze, ali i promjenu u na¢inu na koji medicina prepo-
znaje poremecaje u mrezi relacija koje tvore ljudsko tijelo.

BETWEEN BIOLOGY AND EXPERIENCE -
THE BODY AS A RELATION

Contemporary medicine often announces the “end of disease”, which
transforms not only medical practice but also the ontological status of the
body. Drawing on Lang’s thesis on the transformation of medicine, this pre-
sentation proposes moving away from the classical image of the human being
as defined primarily by rationality and only secondarily by corporeality, to-
wards an understanding of a human being as a being of relation. If relation is
the fundamental metaphysical category of human existence, the body can no
longer be understood as a stable biological substrate, but rather as a site of rela-
tion between organism and experience. Within this framework, “new diseases”
designate new medical diagnoses, but also a shift in how medicine recognizes
disturbances within the network of relations that constitute the human body.
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PERSONA DE IURE —
BIOETIKA JURISPRUDENCIJE

U ovome ¢e se izlaganju predstaviti problem osobe u zakonodavstvu. Po-
jam osobe analizirat ¢e se ontoloski te Ce se istraziti njegov opseg u kontekstu
pravnog subjekta — drugim rije¢ima, tko je i §to je sve osoba i zasto je to bitno
u definiranju pravnog subjekta. Sadrzaj izlaganja ukljucuje primjere iz pravnih
dokumenata poput Ustava Republike Hrvatske te povijesno bitnih sudskih pro-
cesa poput Roe p. Wadea. Cilj je izlaganja dovesti u pitanje samorazumljivost
pravnog subjekta i pokazati kako nas to isto pitanje vodi u (bio)eticke dileme
poput eutanazije, pobacaja itd.

PERSONA DE IURE —
BIOETHICS OF JURISPRUDENCE

This presentation will demonstrate the problem of personhood in legisla-
tion. The concept of personhood will be analyzed ontologically and explored
in the context of a legal subject — in other words, who and what is a person,
and why does that matter in defining a legal subject. The content of the presen-
tation includes examples from legal documents such as the Constitution of the
Republic of Croatia and landmark court cases like Roe v. Wade. The goal of the
presentation is to question the self-explanatory nature of the legal subject and
show how that same question leads us to (bio)ethical dilemmas like euthanasia,
abortion, and so on.
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USPOREDBA ASIMILACIJE U HRVATSKOJ I BRAZILU

Asimilacija je kulturni proces koji se dogada po cijelom svijetu. U slucaju
Republike Hrvatske, fokusirat ¢u se na sadasnje stanje i dojmove stranih radni-
ka u Hrvatskoj, dok ¢u Brazil promotriti iz perspektive proslosti i usmjeriti se
na dolazak Nijemaca. Strani radnici krenuli su dolaziti u Hrvatsku zbog velikih
iseljavanja hrvatskog stanovnistva i radi ostvarenja boljeg Zivota. Neke su od
razlika 1 poteSkoca s kojima su se susreli rasa, nepoznavanje jezika, njihove
zivotne navike i sl., a ni domace ih stanovni$tvo nije u potpunosti prihvatilo.
Nijemci su u Brazil prvi put dosli nakon $to je Brazil postao slobodan, a tije-
kom Drugog svjetskog rata krenuli su i problemi: nisu postavljeni kao etnicka
manjina, ve¢ su promatrani kao jedno s Brazilcima.

COMPARISON OF ASSIMILATION IN
CROATIA AND BRAZIL

Assimilation is a cultural process that takes place all over the world. In
the case of the Republic of Croatia, I will focus on the present situation and
the experiences of foreign workers in Croatia, while Brazil will be observed
from a historical perspective, with an emphasis on the arrival of Germans.
Foreign workers began arriving in Croatia due to significant emigration of
the Croatian population and in order to achieve a better quality of life for
themselves. Some of the differences and difficulties they encountered in-
clude race, lack of language knowledge, and their lifestyle habits, among
others. They also did not experience full acceptance from the local popula-
tion. Germans first arrived in Brazil after the country became independent.
During the Second World War, problems began to emerge: they were not
recognized as an ethnic minority, but were instead viewed as part of the
Brazilian population.
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JASAM TE RODILA, JA CU TE I UBITI -
ISPITIVANJE POJMA SAMOPOSJEDOVANJA

Pitanje vlasnistva nad tijelom pojavljuje se u filozofskim, pravnim i drus-
tvenim raspravama koje sezu od samoubojstva i abortusa do prava na samo-
opredjeljenje i nadleznosti drzave. U ovom ¢emo izlaganju ispitati temelj
takvih diskusija analizom pojma samoposjedovanja u libertarijanskoj teoriji
Roberta Nozicka. Prema tom shvacanju, osoba posjeduje svoje tijelo i proizvo-
de vlastita rada. Ipak, taj princip postaje posebno problemati¢an kada se primi-
jeni na odnos majke i djeteta: djetetovo tijelo, kako odredeni autori smatraju,
izravna je posljedica rada majke, pa se otvara pitanje je 1li moguée uklopiti
posjedovanje sebe i plodova svog rada u okvir jedne teorije?

I BROUGHT YOU INTO THIS WORLD, AND
I WILL TAKE YOU OUT OF IT -
EXAMINING THE NOTION OF SELF-POSSESION

The question of ownership over the body appears in philosophical, legal,
and social debates, ranging from debates about suicide and abortion to the
right to self-determination and the authority of the state. This presentation ex-
amines the foundations of such discussions through an analysis of the concept
of self-ownership in the libertarian theory of Robert Nozick. According to this
perspective, a person owns their body as well as the products of their own
labor. However, this principle becomes particularly problematic when applied
to the relationship between mother and child: the child’s body, as some authors
argue, is a direct result of the mother’s labor, which raises the question of
whether self-possession and the fruits of one’s labor can coherently be recon-
ciled within a single theoretical framework?
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ESTETIKA I LICEMJERJE - LJUDSKO TIJELO

»Ne sudi knjigu po koricama« ¢esto je upozorenje upuceno onima koji pre-
brzo sude bez da spoznaju samu srz stvari. Ako su knjige zrtve takve nepravde,
ne ¢udi da ¢e i sdm Covjek biti prosudivan na temelju ljepote njegove vanjstine.
Odijelo ne ¢ini ¢ovjeka, nego tek dojam o njemu, stoga nijedan sud utemeljen
na takvim predrasudama ne moze biti donesen Cistim rasudivanjem. Namjera
je ovoga izlaganja prikazati licemjerje u ponasanju i osudi onoga Drugog na
temelju izgleda i ljepote, tj. onoga izvanjskog koje niposto ne prikazuje nutrinu
ljudskoga bica. Razli¢ito ponasanje s obzirom na »ljepotu« Drugoga prikazat
¢u analizom razli¢itih meduljudskih odnosa i dinamika mo¢i, ako ih ima, sa-
gledavajuéi ih, izmedu ostaloga, i iz perspektive seksualnosti.

AESTHETICS AND HYPOCRISY - THE HUMAN BODY

“Don’t judge a book by its cover” is a common warning to those who are
too quick to judge without knowing the true nature of the matter. If books are
victims of such injustice, it is not surprising that a person will also be judged
based on the beauty of their exterior. Clothes do not make the man, but only an
impression of him, and therefore, no judgment based on such prejudices can be
made by pure reasoning. This presentation aims to show the hypocrisy in the
behavior towards and judgment of the Other based on appearance and beauty,
i.e., the external, which in no way reflects the inner essence of a human being.
I will show the difference in behavior depending on the “beauty” of the Other
by analyzing different interpersonal relationships and power dynamics, if there
are any, viewing them, among other things, from the perspective of sexuality.
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ZASTO NISMO NORMALNI?
DEGRADACIJA HUMANISTIKE
KAO METODA INSTITUCIONALNE KONTROLE

Institucije mo¢i vrse klasifikaciju pojmova ludila i normalnosti. Medika-
lizacija svake sfere postojanja oblikuje nacin na koji percipiramo sebstvo i
drugost. Rezultat je toga dihotomija pojmova ludila i normalnosti, pri ¢emu se
normalnost izjednacava s konzumerizmom, eksploatacijom i ucestalim osla-
njanjem na tehnoloske inovacije. S druge strane, ludilo postaje svaki pokusaj
emancipacije ili kritickog misljenja i odnosi se na diskurse koji nisu mate-
rijalno isplativi poput humanistike. Primjenjuju¢i Foucaultovu teoriju ludila,
nastojat ¢u pokazati na koje sve na¢ine postajemo »ludaci« u doba tehnokra-
cije 1 konzumerizma. Poseban ¢e fokus biti na analizi uzroka trenutnog stanja
humanistike.

WHY AREN’T WE NORMAL?
THE DEGRADATION OF HUMANITIES
AS AMETHOD OF INSTITUTIONAL CONTROL

Institutions of power classify the concepts of madness and normality. The
medicalization of every sphere of existence shapes the way we perceive the
self and otherness. The result is a dichotomy between madness and normality,
where normality equals consumerism, exploitation, and frequent reliance on
technological innovations. On the other hand, madness becomes any attempt at
emancipation or critical thinking, and it comes to refer to discourses that are not
materially profitable, such as the humanities. By applying Michel Foucault’s
theory of madness, I will attempt to demonstrate the various ways in which we
become “madmen” in an age of technocracy and consumerism. Special focus
will be put on analyzing the causes of the current state of the humanities.
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DRUGA CAKRA — SVADHISTHANA

Prema isto¢njackoj tradiciji, ¢akre su energetski centri u tijelu kroz koje
prolazi zivotna energija, povezane su s tijelom, emocijama i umom. Druga
Cakra, Svadhisthana, nalazi se u podru¢ju zdjelice i kontrolira kreativnost,
emocije, zadovoljstvo i seksualnost. Simbolizira je narancasta boja i element
vode koja predstavlja promjenu i osje¢aje. Osobe s uravnotezenom drugom ca-
krom emotivno su stabilne, prepustaju se kreativnom izrazavanju i imaju zdrav
odnos sa svojom seksualnos¢u. Medutim, osobe s neuravnotezenom drugom
cakrom Cesto se mogu muciti sa strahom od uzitka, frigidnos§éu, pretjeranim
seksualnim potrebama i osje¢ajem krivnje.

SECOND CHAKRA - SVADHISTHANA

According to Eastern tradition, chakras are energetic centres in the body
through which life energy flows; they’re connected to the body, emotions
and the mind. The second chakra, Svadhisthana is located near the pelvis
and it controls our creativity, emotions, satisfaction and sexuality. It’s sym-
bolized by the orange colour and the water element which represents change
and feelings. People with balanced second chakra are emotionally stable,
indulge in creative expression and have a healthy relationship with their
sexuality. However, people with an unbalanced second chakra can often
struggle with the fear of pleasure, frigidity, excessive sexual needs, and
feelings of guilt.
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STO JE COVJEK BEZ BRKOVA?

Covjek se definira kao misaono, drustveno, duhovno, socijalno i biolo$-
ko bice. No, $to definira ¢ovjeka? Proizlazi li ljudsko jastvo iz tijela, mozga,
duse ili pak ¢ega neodredivog? Ovo Ce izlaganje predstaviti ljudsko tijelo kao
sredstvo izrazavanja pojedinca, odnosno nacin na koji jastvo izvire iz Covjeka
kroz umjetnicku ekspresiju. Uz to, u obzir ¢e se uzeti historijski kolektiv i duh
vremena te preispitivanje identiteta u podru¢ju umjetnosti kroz komparativan
pregled filozofskih teorija o sebi, jastvu i razvitka prikaza tijela u likovnoj
umjetnosti.

WHAT IS A MAN WITHOUT A MUSTACHE?

A human being is defined as a thinking, social, spiritual, cultural, and bio-
logical entity. But what actually defines a human? Does human selfthood arise
from the body, the brain, the soul, or perhaps from something more indeter-
minate? This presentation will examine the human body as a means of indi-
vidual expression, that is, as a way in which the self emerges through artistic
expression. In addition, it will take into account the historical collective and
the spirit of the time, as well as the questioning of identity in the field of art
through a comparative overview of philosophical theories of the self and the
development of representations of the body in visual art.
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NESPORAZUM NOVOVJEKOG MATERIJALIZMA 1
NJEGOV UTJECAJ NA POSTMODERNO POIMANJE TIJELA

Ovo izlaganje propituje nacin na koji je novovjeko materijalisticko poima-
nje tijela bilo posredovano i shvaceno u narednim razdobljima kao svojevrsni
pad duha, matematizacija prirode i otudenje, od G. W. F. Hegela preko E. Hus-
serla do M. Foucaulta, te istiCe pretpostavke koje pocivaju na takvom tumace-
nju i reperkusije koje ono donosi dana$njem poimanju tijela. Pritom, primarni
novovjeki oslonac predstavljaju Strasti duse Renéa Descartesa, a ponovno
razbistrivanje pojma tijela u materijalizmu stvara oslonac otporu postvarenja
tijela koji stoga moze biti koristan kako u marksisti¢koj tako i u feministickoj
i postkolonijalnoj kritici.

THE MISUNDERSTANDING OF MODERN MATERIALISM
AND ITS INFLUENCE ON THE POSTMODERN
CONCEPT OF THE BODY

This presentation aims to question the way the modern materialistic con-
ception of the body was mediated and understood in subsequent periods as a
kind of spiritual decline, mathematization of nature and alienation, from G. W.
F. Hegel to E. Husserl and finally M. Foucault; the presentation also points out
the presumptions that emerge from such an interpretation as well as the reper-
cussions that this interpretation has on today’s understanding of the body. In
doing so, the primary modern support to this interpretation is Descartes’ Pas-
sions of the Soul, and the benefits of re-clarifying the materialistic conception
of the body are in support of the resistance to the reification of the body, in both
Marxist, feminist, and postcolonial criticism.
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TIJELO KAO SUBJEKT —
KADA UMJETNICKI IZRAZ POSTAJE ONTOLOSKI
PROSTOR PONOVNOG SUSRETA SA SOBOM

Izlaganje se oslanja na djelo The Body Keeps the Score Bessela van der
Kolka i polazi od teze da trauma nije samo psihicki fenomen nego duboko
utjelovljeno iskustvo koje ostavlja fizioloske tragove. Buduci da je trauma pre-
verbalna i narusava centre za govor, ekspresivne terapije omoguéuju obradu
onoga §to izmice jeziku. Time se otvara prostor filozofskoga promisljanja su-
sreta sa sobom te bioetiCka implikacija prema kojoj tijelo nije objekt terapije,
ve¢ subjekt iskustva.

THE BODY AS A SUBJECT — WHEN ARTISTIC EXPRESSION
BECOMES AN ONTOLOGICAL SPACE
FOR A RE-ENCOUNTER WITH ONESELF

This presentation draws on The Body Keeps the Score by Bessel van der
Kolk and argues that trauma is not merely a psychological phenomenon but
a deeply embodied experience that can have physiological consequences. As
trauma is preverbal and disrupts brain areas responsible for speech, expressive
therapies enable the processing of that which escapes language. This leaves
room for philosophical reflection on the concept of a self-encounter and a
bioethical claim that the body is not an object of treatment, but rather a subject
of experience.
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FASIZAM I ZGRAZANJE NAD TIJELOM

Pri zgrazanju nad tijelom, tjelesna razlicitost i autenti¢na tjelesna eks-
presija percipiraju se kao »ono Drugo«. Ta percepcija jaca performiranjem is-
tog zgrazanja, §to poti¢e stvaranje neformalnih i formalnih drustvenih struk-
tura koje propagiraju sistemsku supresiju ekspresije. Posljedice tog procesa
sagledat ¢e se u kontekstu obiljezja fasSizma, istodobno bivajuci sjeme i gori-
vo mrznje na kojoj isti prezivljava. Supresija tjelesne ekspresije prisutna je u
kulturnom duhu generacije Z koja je odrasla uz val internetske kulture u ko-
joj je ekspresija Cesto nesto susramno. Taj oblik zgrazanja, procesom analog-
nog gorenja, pridonosi popularnosti radikalno desnih politickih stavova medu
mladima.

FACISM AND REVULSION TOWARDS THE BODY

During revulsion towards the body, physical diversity and authentic bodily
expression are seen as “the Other”. This perception strengthens as the act of
revulsion is performed, fostering the creation of informal and formal structures
that propagate systemic expression suppression. The consequences of this pro-
cess will be examined within the context of traits ascribed to fascism, acting
simultaneously as the seed and the fuel for the hatred on which it survives. This
suppression of bodily expression is present in Gen Z’s cultural zeitgeist, being
the generation raised in an internet culture where earnest expression is often
deemed as “cringe”. Through an analogous process, this revulsion contributes
to the popularity of radical right-wing political views among youth.
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CALL OF DUTY -
BIOETICKA ANALIZA DIGITALNE MILITARIZACIJE
KROZ FIRST-PERSON SHOOTER 1GRICE

Kada nasilje po¢inimo u virtualnom svijetu, ono ne ostavlja fizicke poslje-
dice na stvarna tijela. No, ostavlja li posljedice na nas kao moralna bi¢a? »Ja«
u first-person shooter (FPS) igrama biva ¢esto reduciran samo na nisanjenje, a
»Drugi« na metu. Ovim se na¢inom na ideoloski pasivan nac¢in oblikuje nase
shvacanje (ne)tijela nas samih pa i onih Drugih. Iako ne pozivaju otvoreno na
rat, normaliziraju se militarizacija i dehumanizacija. Ovo izlaganje propitat ¢e
ulogu FPS igara kao svojevrsnog »digitalnog vojnog rok« i na¢ina na koji one
formiraju eticko iskustvo tijela i odgovornost prema Drugom.

CALL OF DUTY -
A BIOETHICAL ANALYSIS OF DIGITAL MILITARIZATION
THROUGH FIRST-PERSON SHOOTER GAMES

When we commit violence in the virtual world, it leaves no physical con-
sequences on real bodies. However, does it leave consequences on us as moral
beings? The “I” in first-person shooter (FPS) games is often reduced merely to
aiming, and the “Other” to a target. In this way, our understanding of the (non)
body of ourselves and of Others is shaped in an ideologically passive manner.
Although they do not openly call for war, militarization, and dehumanization
become normalized. This presentation will question the role of F/PS games as
a kind of “digital military service” and how they shape the ethical experience
of the body and responsibility towards the Other.
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IDENTITET I UMJETNA INTELIGENCIJA —
UNUTARNJE RASPRAVE U TRANSHUMANIZMU

Transhumanizam je filozofska ideja koja predlaze ljudski napredak pu-
tem integracije novih tehnologija u okvir ljudskog tijela. Takav pokret takoder
ima svoju suprotnost u obliku biokonzervativizma koji zagovara ostavljanje
tjelesnih ograni¢enja s jednim od ciljeva oCuvanja ljudskog identiteta. Ta se
problematika identiteta danas razvija s dolaskom umjetne inteligencije i suce-
lja mozak-racunalo oko ¢ega se stvaraju neslaganja i medu transhumanistima.
Iako jos nije doslo do stvarne podjele u ovom pokretu, postoje autori koji za-
govaraju prioritiziranje tjelesnih i/ili genskih unapredenja i oni koji predlazu
mentalna unapredenja kao krajnji cilj transhumanizma te posthumanizma op-
¢enito.

IDENTITY AND ARTIFICIAL INTELLIGENCE —
INTERNAL DEBATES ON TRANSHUMANISM

Transhumanism is a philosophical idea that proposes human advancement
through the integration of new technologies into the framework of the human
body. This movement also has its opposite in the form of bioconservatism,
which advocates maintaining bodily limitations with the goal of preserving hu-
man identity. This issue of identity is further developing today with the advent
of artificial intelligence and brain-computer interfaces, which create disagree-
ments even among transhumanists. Although a real split within the movement
has not yet occurred, there are authors who advocate prioritizing bodily and/
or genetic enhancements, and others who propose mental enhancements as the
end goal of transhumanism and posthumanism in general.

BIOPOLITIKA ZDRAVLJA —
TKO JE »JA«, A TKO »DRUGI« U EKONOMIJI BOLESTI?

Odnos »Ja« i »Drugi« u suvremenoj ekonomiji zdravlja polazi od kon-
cepta biopolitike Michela Foucaulta. Zdravlje se konstruira kao preduvjet pro-
duktivnosti, dok se bolesna, siromasna i marginalizirana tijela pozicioniraju
kao ekonomski teret. U kontekstu privatizacije i trzi$ne racionalnosti, pristup
lije¢enju sve vise ovisi o kupovnoj mocéi. Bolest funkcionira kao mehanizam
drustvene i1 ekonomske hijerarhizacije tijela i ljudi. Zbog toga se biopoliticka
mo¢ preoblikuje u trzi$ni instrument koji vrednuje Zivot prema njegovoj eko-
nomskoj isplativosti.

HEALTH BIOPOLITICS -
WHO AM “I” AND WHO IS THE “OTHER”
IN THE ECONOMY OF DISEASE?

The relationship between the “Self” and the “Other” in the contemporary
economy of health is grounded in the concept of biopolitics developed by Mi-
chel Foucault. Health is constructed as a precondition of productivity, while
sick, poor, and marginalized bodies are positioned as an economic burden. In
the context of privatization and market rationality, access to treatment increas-
ingly depends on purchasing power. Thus, illness functions as a mechanism of
social and economic hierarchization of bodies and people. Consequently, bio-
political power is reshaped into a market instrument that values life according
to its economic profitability.
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GRANICE COVJEKA I ZIVOTINJE U
SUVREMENOJ BIOTEHNOLOGIJI —
»STO AKO ZIVOTINJA POSTANE VISE OD ZIVOTINJE?«

Izlaganje analizira jedno od najaktualnijih biotehnoloskih istrazivanja —
ugradivanje ljudskih neurona u mozak miseva i promislja o moguénosti zivoti-
nja da razviju odredene ljudske osobine. Takvi eksperimenti otvaraju temeljna
pitanja o tome gdje zavrSava jedna vrsta, a pocinje druga i §to zapravo znaci
biti »osoba«. Iz socioloske perspektive razmotrit ¢u kako se oblikuje odnos
izmedu znanosti i druStva te kako se regulira biotehnologija.

THE BOUNDARIES BETWEEN HUMAN AND ANIMAL
IN MODERN BIOTECHNOLOGY -
“WHAT IF AN ANIMAL BECOMES
MORE THAN AN ANIMAL?”

This presentation analyzes one of the most currently relevant areas of bio-
technological research — the integration of human neurons into the brains of
mice and considers the possibility that animals may develop certain human
traits. Such experiments raise fundamental questions about where one species
ends, and another begins, and what it truly means to be a “person”. From a
sociological perspective, I will examine how the relationship between science
and society is shaped and how biotechnology is regulated.
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»BOLJE U SAKICU« — OTUPENJE I SEKSUALNOST

Seks je neko¢ slovio kao intimni ¢in neodvojiv od tijela. Danas stvari nisu
toliko bjelodane. Najrecentnija seksoloska literatura, u jeku digitalizacije i
prodiranja kuriranog seksualnog sadrzaja u modernu svakodnevicu, pokazuje
kako ucestalost takve izlozenosti narusava senzibilitet pojedinca za stvarna
seksualna iskustva, rezultirajuc¢i otudenjem od vlastita i tudeg tijela. Na tra-
gu marksisticke analize, povlaceéi paralele s ekonomskom razinom, ovo ée
se izlaganje fokusirati na seksoloSku dimenziju otudenja ¢ovjeka od vlastita
tijela u hiperkapitaliziranoj danasnjici. Kritika ¢e dodatno uporiste pronaci u
konceptima represivne desublimacije Herberta Marcusea i biopolitike Michela
Foucaulta.

“BETTER INTO A LITTLE FIST” —
ALIENATION AND SEXUALITY

Sex was once considered an intimate act inseparable from the body. Today,
things are not so clear-cut. The most recent sexological literature, in the con-
text of digitalisation and the increasing presence of curated sexual content in
everyday modern life, shows that frequent exposure to such material can erode
an individual’s sensitivity to real sexual experiences, resulting in alienation
from one’s own body and the bodies of others. Drawing on a Marxist analysis
and establishing parallels with the economic level, this presentation will focus
on the sexological dimension of human alienation from the body in today’s
hyper-capitalist society. The critique will further be grounded in Herbert Mar-
cuse’s concept of repressive desublimation and Michel Foucault’s theory of
biopolitics.

PSIHOLOSKE I ETICKE POSLJEDICE
DIGITALNOG »NE-TIJELA«

U digitalnom prostoru »ne-tijelo« oznacava idealiziranu, filtriranu sliku
sebe koja odstupa od stvarnosti. Koristenje filtera moZe narusiti mentalno
zdravlje jer pojedinac pocinje vjerovati u nerealnu verziju vlastita izgleda,
$to dovodi do nezadovoljstva i pada samopouzdanja. Suo¢avanje sa stvarnim
izgledom moze izazvati osjecaj razoCaranja i unutarnjih rana. Osim toga, takvi
prikazi stvaraju pritisak na druge namecuci nerealne standarde ljepote. Time
se poti¢e usporedba i gubi autenti¢nost, a individualna posebnost sve se vise
zamjenjuje teznjom za »savrsenim« izgledom.

PSYCHOLOGICAL AND ETHICAL
CONSEQUENCES OF THE DIGITAL “NON-BODY”

In the digital space, the “non-body” refers to an idealized, filtered image of
oneself that differs from reality. The use of filters can negatively affect mental
health, as individuals may begin to believe in an unrealistic version of their
own appearance, which leads to dissatisfaction and lower self-esteem. Con-
fronting one’s real appearance can cause feelings of disappointment and inner
emotional harm. Moreover, such representations put pressure on others by im-
posing unrealistic beauty standards. This encourages comparison and leads to
a loss of authenticity, where individual uniqueness is increasingly replaced by
the pursuit of a “perfect” appearance.

INDUSTRIJA BRZINE -
RAD, TIJELO I KAPITAL U FORMULI 1

Izlaganje kriticki razmatra obrasce eksploatacije u vrhunskom sportu na
primjeru Formule 1 kao paradigme ekstremne koncentracije kapitala i klasne
ekskluzivnosti. Polaze¢i od Marxove teorije radne vrijednosti, analizira se hi-
jerarhijska distribucija rada, odgovornosti i profita unutar sustava: inzenjerski
kadar, kao nositelj tehnolosko-proizvodnog procesa, ostaje relativno potplacen
u odnosu na vozace, dok upravljacke strukture i krovne organizacije akumuli-
raju disproporcionalne profite. Takva konfiguracija razotkriva duboku asi-
metriju izmedu rada i nagrade, ¢ime se Formula 1 afirmira kao reprezentativan
model kapitalisticke komodifikacije tijela, rada i performansa.

THE INDUSTRY OF SPEED —
WORK, BODY AND CAPITAL IN FORMULA 1

This presentation critically examines the patterns of exploitation in top
sport using the example of Formula 1 as a paradigm of extreme capital concen-
tration and class exclusivity. Starting from Marx’s theory of labor value, I will
analyze the hierarchical distribution of work, responsibility, and profit within
the system: the engineering staff, as the bearers of the technological-produc-
tion process, remain relatively underpaid compared to the drivers, while man-
agement structures and umbrella organizations accumulate disproportionate
profits. Such a configuration exposes the deep asymmetry between work and
reward, thereby affirming Formula 1 as a representative model of the capitalist
commodification of the body, work, and performance.
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UTJELOVLJENA LJUBAV - MERLEAU-PONTY I
ISKUSTVO LJUBAVI KROZ TJELESNOST

U promisljanju ljubavi, mnogi su joj autori tijekom povijesti pridavali
izrazitu emocionalnu komponentu suprotstavljenu racionalnosti. Medutim,
ve¢ kod Platona mozemo ¢itati o ljubavi kao iskustvu koje se dozivljava izu-
zetno tjelesno, u vidu raznih reakcija koje tijelo dozivljava i koje potic¢u Zudnju
kod ljubavnika. Ovo ¢ée se izlaganje baviti analizom tjelesnosti kao vaznog
fenomena u ljubavi i seksualnosti. Polaze¢i od Merleau-Pontyjeva fenome-
noloskog pristupa tijelu, prikazat ¢u kako tijela predstavljaju dinamic¢no polje
odnosa subjekt—objekt u ljubavnim odnosima te da ne mozemo analizirati lju-
bav i seksualnost bez promisljanja o dubinskoj utjelovljenosti tih fenomena.

EMBODIED LOVE - MERLEAU-PONTY AND
THE EXPERIENCE OF LOVE THROUGH CORPOREALITY

In reflecting on love, many authors throughout history have attributed to
it a pronounced emotional component opposed to rationality. However, from
as early as Plato, we can read about love as an experience that is felt in an ex-
ceptionally corporal way, in the form of various reactions the body undergoes
that stimulate desire in the lover. This presentation will deal with an analysis
of corporeality as an important phenomenon in relation to love and sexuality.
Starting from Merleau-Ponty’s phenomenological approach to the body, I will
show how bodies constitute a dynamic field of subject—object relations in ro-
mantic relationships, and that we cannot analyze love and sexuality without
considering how deeply these phenomena are embodied.
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MOJE TIJELO, MOJA PRAVILA?
TRANSRODNOST, INTERSPOLNOST I
DRUSTVENA REGULACIJA TIJELA

Ovo izlaganje analizirat ¢e tijelo kao prostor sukoba izmedu vlastita iden-
titeta i druStvenih ocekivanja. DruStvena regulacija pojma »prihvatljivog tije-
la« predstavlja svaku devijaciju od te konvencije kao abnormalnost ili gresku.
U izlaganju fokusirat ¢u se na transrodna i interspolna tijela te ¢u kroz teorijske
okvire Jules Gleeson, Sophie Lewis i Michela Foucaulta razmotriti kako drus-
tvene norme, moc¢ i diskurs oblikuju nasu percepciju vlastita tijela. Izlaganje ¢e
se primarno usredotociti na fenomen rodne disforije, postupke rodno-afirma-
tivne skrbi i medicinske procedure promjene spola s ciljem otkrivanja do koje
je mjere nasSe tijelo uistinu nase, a do koje mjere drustvo ima posljednju rijec.

MY BODY, MY RULES?
TRANSGENDERNESS, INTERSEXUALITY AND
SOCIAL REGULATION OF THE BODY

This presentation will analyze the body as a conflict zone between per-
sonal identity and societal expectations. The social regulation of the concept
of the “acceptable body” presents any deviation from this convention as an
abnormality or a mistake. In this presentation, I will focus on transgender and
intersex bodies, and through the theoretical frameworks of Jules Gleeson,
Sophie Lewis, and Michel Foucault, I will aim to examine how societal norms,
power, and discourse shape our perception of our own bodies. The presenta-
tion will primarily focus on the phenomenon of gender dysphoria, practices of
gender-affirming care, and medical procedures of sex reassignment, all with
the aim of exploring to what extent our bodies are truly our own, and to what
extent society has the final say.

ETIKA ANTROPOMORFIZACHJE 1 ILUZIJA
RAZUMIJEVANJA U UMJETNOJ INTELIGENCUJI

Napretkom umjetne inteligencije javlja se etiCka dilema oko njezina pra-
vilna koristenja. Alan Turing 1950. u ¢lanku »Computing Machinery and In-
telligence« uvodi test imitacije stroja da u komunikaciji oponasa ljudsku in-
teligenciju. Analizira se nacin na koji suvremeni generativni modeli poticu
antropomorfizaciju te stvaraju iluziju razumijevanja i empatije kod korisnika.
IstiCe se i problem koriStenja umjetne inteligencije za emocionalnu podrsku
i razlike izmedu stvarnog razumijevanja i statistickog predvidanja obrazaca.
Cilj je izlaganja prikazati kako iluzija proizlazi iz strukture treniranosti ge-
nerativnih modela, ¢ime otvara niz bioeti¢kih pitanja vezanih s povjerenjem,
odgovornosti i granicama.

THE ETHICS OF ANTHROPOMORPHIZATION AND
THE ILLUSION OF UNDERSTANDING IN
ARTIFICIAL INTELLIGENCE

The advancement of artificial intelligence raises ethical questions about its
proper use. In 1950, Alan Turing introduced the imitation game in his article
“Computing Machinery and Intelligence”, proposing a test in which a machine
imitates human intelligence in communication. This article analyzes how mod-
ern generative models encourage anthropomorphizing and create an illusion of
understanding and empathy in users. It addresses the use of artificial intelli-
gence for emotional support and the difference between genuine understanding
and statistical pattern prediction. The goal of this presentation is to show how
this illusion emerges from the structure of generative model training, which
raises a number of bioethical questions about trust, responsibility, and limits.
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ZIVOTINJE KAO MEDIJSKI SADRZAJ —
ETICNOST U DIGITALNOJ KULTURI

U danasnjem su digitalnom dobu Zivotinje ucestala tema medijskog sa-
drzaja. Veliki dio takvih videozapisa bezazlen je i ne Steti snimanoj zivotinji
ili pak sluzi u edukativne svrhe podizanja svijesti o dobrobiti Zivotinja i brizi
o njima. Medutim, dio medijskog sadrzaja prikazuje zivotinje u situacijama u
kojima su vidno razdrazene i stavljene u neugodan polozaj. Takav je medijski
sadrzaj u mnogim slucajevima repetitivan i njima digitalni kreator pokusava
do¢i do profita ili medijske popularnosti. U ovom bih izlaganju predstavio po-
zitivne 1 negativne strane medijskog sadrzaja o Zivotinjama i ukazao na poten-
cijalne probleme koje gledatelji nerijetko znaju zanemariti.

ANIMALS AS MEDIA CONTENT -
ETHICS IN DIGITAL CULTURE

In today’s digital age, animals are a frequent subject of media content. A
large number of such videos are harmless and do not negatively affect the re-
corded animal, or they serve educational purposes by raising awareness about
animal welfare and care. However, some media content shows animals in sit-
uations where they are visibly irritated or placed in uncomfortable positions.
Such content is often repetitive, as digital creators attempt to gain profit or
media popularity. In this presentation, I will discuss the positive and negative
aspects of animal-related media content and highlight potential issues that au-
diences tend to overlook.
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TIJELO KAO SIROVINA DIGITALNOGA KAPITALIZMA

U digitalnom okruZenju tijelo nije iskljuc¢ivo bioloska danost, ve¢ podat-
kovna struktura algoritamskih predikcija i bihevioralnih obrazaca. Polaze¢i od
teorije nadzornog kapitalizma Shoshane Zuboff, analiza transformacije tijela u
virtualnom prostoru potrebna je u kontekstu bioeticke rasprave o suverenosti
tijela. Po Zuboffinu misljenju, suvremeni kapitalizam ne eksploatira samo rad,
veé i ljudsko iskustvo kao sirovinu. Pritom subjekt postaje »izvor podataka«, a
tijelo putem klikova, pokreta, biometrijskih senzora i digitalnih interakcija pre-
lazi u oblik koji se moze pratiti, analizirati i monetizirati. Cilj je izlaganja pri-
bliZzavanje odgovoru na pitanje o tome gdje zavrSava subjektova autonomija.

THE BODY AS A RAW MATERIAL OF DIGITAL CAPITALISM

In the digital environment, the body is no longer exclusively biological,
but rather a data structure composed of algorithmic predictions and behavio-
ral patterns. Drawing on the theory of surveillance capitalism developed by
Shoshana Zuboff, analyzing the transformation of the body in virtual space
is essential for bioethical debates on bodily sovereignty. In Zuboff’s opinion,
contemporary capitalism no longer exploits only labor, but also human ex-
perience as a raw material itself. Within this process, the subject becomes a
“data source”, and the body, through clicks, movements, biometric sensors,
and digital interactions, transforms into a form that can be tracked, analyzed,
and monetized. This presentation aims to approach the answer to the question
of where the autonomy of the subject ends?
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MEDIKALIZACIJATIJELA I
LOGIKA DRUSTVENOG KAPITALA

Zivimo u vremenu u kojem sve vi$e ljudi poseze za medicinskim interven-
cijama ne bi li izgledali »bolje« i pritom uskladenije s aktualnim drustvenim
normama i trendovima. Iza individualnih odluka o kozmeti¢kim zahvatima
krije se Sira druStvena logika u kojoj tijelo prestaje biti tek fizicka dimenzija
covjeka i postaje dugoro¢ni projekt. Ovo izlaganje propitkuje kako dosezi su-
vremene medicine sve ¢e$ée sluze kao alat oblikovanja tijela prema normama
drustvene pozeljnosti. Kroz prizmu medikalizacije i koncepta tjelesnog kapi-
tala, izlaganje postavlja nuzno pitanje o tome je li optimizacija tijela slobodan
izbor ili odgovor na drustveni pritisak koji tijelo vrednuje kao resurs.

MEDICALIZATION OF THE BODY AND
THE LOGIC OF SOCIAL CAPITAL

We live in a time when more and more people resort to medical interven-
tions to look “better” and more in line with current social norms and trends.
Behind individual decisions about cosmetic procedures lies a broader social
logic in which the body ceases to be just a physical dimension of a person and
rather becomes a long-term project. This presentation questions how modern
medicine is increasingly used as a tool for shaping the body according to the
norms of social desirability. Through the prism of medicalization and body
capital, this presentation raises a necessary question about whether the optimi-
zation of the body is a free choice or a response to societal pressure that values
the body as a resource?
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TIJELO BEZ RAZUMA, GLAS BEZ GOVORA —
U ISCEKIVANJU UMJETNOSTI OSLOBADANJA

Idejni i strukturni pomaci u suvremenim filozofskim i umjetnickim susta-
vima usmjereni na potkopavanje ustaljenih i fiksiranih dihotomija razuma i
tijela, jastva i drugotnosti otvaraju prostor promisljanju inverzije statusa glasa
i jezika. Na trgu psihoanalitickih i poststrukturalistickih teorija u ovom ¢e se
izlaganju osamostaljeni i oslobodeni glas i neobuzdano tijelo nastojati poka-
zati kao nuzna karika u prokazivanju drugotnosti jezika i racionalnosti u korist
apologije tjelesnog, nepojmljivog i nesvjesnog kao neposrednog i autenti¢nog.
Pritom ¢e se suvremene umjetnicke prakse u podru¢jima glazbe i knjizevnosti
pokazati kao najprikladniji medij oslobadanja sebstva oslobadanjem tijela.

BODY WITHOUT REASON, VOICE WITHOUT SPEECH -
IN ANTICIPATION OF THE ART OF LIBERATION

Conceptual and structural shifts in contemporary philosophical and artistic
systems, aimed at undermining established and fixed dichotomies of reason
and body, self and otherness, open up space for reflecting on the inversion of
the status of voice and language. Drawing on psychoanalytic and poststruc-
turalist theories, this presentation seeks to demonstrate the autonomous and
liberated voice, as well as the unrestrained body, as a necessary link in expos-
ing the otherness of language and rationality, in favor of an apology of the cor-
poral, the incomprehensible, and the unconscious as immediate and authentic.
In doing so, contemporary artistic practices in the fields of music and literature
will be shown as the most suitable medium for the liberation of the self through
the liberation of the body.
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SUROGATNO MAJCINSTVO —
TJELESNA AUTONOMIJA ILI ISKORISTAVANJE TIJELA

Surogatno majcinstvo predstavlja odnos u kojemu zena nosi i rada dijete
paru ili jednoj osobi, a osobe se najéesée odlucuju za surogatnu majku zbog
nemogucnosti zaceca. Cilj je izlaganja dati uvid i u druge razloge surogatnog
majcinstva te izloziti bioeticku dilemu navedenog odnosa, pri ¢emu ¢e se pr-
venstveno osvrnuti na dva stajaliSta koja ¢ine temelj neslaganja oko eti¢nosti
surogatnog majéinstva. U izlaganju ¢e se istaknuti zastupanje i pravo na osob-
nu autonomiju, a navest ¢e se i moguca problematika koja poc¢iva na argumen-
tima komodifikacije djece i iskoriStavanju zenskog tijela.

SURROGACY - BODILY AUTONOMY OR
EXPLOITATION OF THE BODY

Surrogacy represents a relationship in which a woman carries and gives
birth to a child for a couple or a single person, most often due to their inability
to conceive on their own. This presentation also aims to provide insight into
other reasons for surrogacy and to present the bioethical dilemma of that rela-
tionship, primarily by focusing on the two points of view that form the basis
of disagreement regarding the ethics of surrogacy. The presentation will high-
light the right to personal autonomy and will also list possible issues based on
arguments about the commodification of children and the exploitation of the
female body.
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NO EXCUSE FOR ANIMAL ABUSE —
PROBLEM NASILJA NAD KONJIMA U KONJICKIM
SPORTOVIMA

Sportske discipline koje ukljuéuju zivotinje ¢esto prema njima pristupaju
neeti¢no, a to je posebno izrazeno na primjeru konjickih sportova. Neke od na-
silnih praksi koje se vrSe nad konjima jesu: elektrosokovi, izgladnjivanje, de-
hidriranje, socijalna izolacija, prekomjerno iscrpljivanje i nedostatak sveopée
brige. Ovim ¢u izlaganjem nastojati prikazati razne oblike nasilja u konji¢kim
sportovima, a poseban ¢e fokus biti na specificnim primjerima iz raznih konji¢-
kih disciplina. Ukazat ¢u i na neadekvatne sankcije prijestupnicima i predloziti
potencijalna rjeSenja za navedene probleme.

NO EXCUSE FOR ANIMAL ABUSE —
THE PROBLEM OF VIOLENCE AGAINST HORSES
IN EQUESTRIAN SPORTS

Sport disciplines that involve animals treat them unethically, and this is
especially evident in the example of equestrian sports. Some of the abusive
practices inflicted on horses include: electric shocks, starvation, dehydration,
social isolation, excessive exhaustion, and a lack of overall care. In this presen-
tation, I will aim to demonstrate various forms of abuse in equestrian sports,
with a special focus on specific examples from different equestrian disciplines.
I will highlight the inadequate sanctions imposed on offenders and propose
potential solutions to the aforementioned problems.
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DON GIOVANNI S DERRIDOM — MUSKA HISTERIJA,
GRANICNI POREMECAJ LICNOSTI I DEPRESIJA

Don Giovanni zavodi tako $to svojim vrsnjakinjama drzi narcisticko ogle-
dalo u kojem se identificiraju sa svojom uzor-slikom. One ne vracaju njegov
odraz premda ih je progutao kako bi bio onaj koji uziva, a ne onaj koji je
ljubomoran na svoje vrsnjake. Don Giovanni ¢ini sve ni zbog ¢ega, §to je me-
dusobno uvjetovano njegovom prisilom ponavljanja i, kao §to ¢emo pokazati,
depresijom. Svako novo praznjenje donosi sve veéu neugodu i pojacava prisilu
ponavljanja paranoi¢no stremeci k beskonac¢nosti. Don Giovanni ne uspijeva
postici savrseno preklapanje, ne moze pronaci svoj odraz i vratiti se u prvobit-
no stanje — ne moze pronaci objekt.

DON GIOVANNI WITH DERRIDA — MALE HYSTERIA,
BORDERLINE PERSONALITY DISORDER AND
DEPRESSION

Don Giovanni seduces by holding up a narcissistic mirror to his female
peers in which they identify with their model-image. They do not return his
reflection, even though he has swallowed them so that he may be the one who
enjoys, not the one jealous of his peers. Don Giovanni does everything for
nothing, which is mutually conditioned by his compulsion to repeat and, as
this presentation will show, by depression itself. Each new discharge brings
greater discomfort and intensifies the compulsion to repeat, paranoidly striving
towards infinity. Don Giovanni fails to achieve perfect overlap, he cannot find
his reflection and return to his original state — he cannot find the object.
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POIMANJE ZENSKOGA TIJELA U SECESLJI

Secesija, umjetnicki pravac koji se javio koncem 19. stoljeéa, u srediste je
zbivanja postavila ¢ovjeka, a narocito je zanimljiv prikaz Zene, odnosno zen-
skoga tijela koje je nadahnulo mnoga slikarska dostignuca toga stila. S jedne
strane, zena se prikazuje kao sveto biée, ogledalo istine, donositeljica proljeca
i novoga zivota, dok ubrzo dolazi do korijenite transformacije, pri ¢emu je
zensko tijelo poprimilo formu utvare, demonskoga bic¢a ¢ija prolazna ljepota
postaje znakom sigurne propasti i smrti. U ovome ¢u izlaganju nastojati pro-
niknuti u razloge spomenute promjene i ilustrirati dvojako poimanje Zenskoga
tijela na razini estetskoga objekta i djelatnoga entiteta koji zastrasuje.

THE PERCEPTION OF THE WOMAN’S BODY IN
SECESSION

Secession, an artistic movement that emerged at the end of the 19th cen-
tury, placed man at the center of events, and what is particularly interesting
is its depiction of women, or rather the female body, which inspired many of
the artistic achievements of this style. On one hand, women are portrayed as
sacred beings, mirrors of truth, bringers of spring and new life, then a radical
transformation occurs, in which the female body takes on the form of a ghost,
a demonic being whose fleeting beauty becomes a sign of certain doom and
death. In this presentation, I will attempt to delve into the reasons for the afore-
mentioned change and illustrate the dual understanding of the female body at
the level of an aesthetic object and an active entity that intimidates.
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MORALNOST BRUTALNOSTI
NA PRIMJERU VON TRIEROVA STVARALASTVA

Pojam brutalnosti jedan je od eticki najnegativnijih pojmova. Najéesce se
spominje u suprotnosti s onim moralnim. Prebaci li se moment brutalnosti u
umjetnost, on moze poprimiti sasvim novo znacenje, §to se vidi na primjeru
danskog redatelja Larsa von Triera koji svojim prikazom brutalnosti Cesto iza-
ziva negativne reakcije publike i zabranjivanja njegovih djela. S druge strane,
upravo je taj brutalan prikaz bio redateljev izlaz iz depresije, pa bi njegov rad
mogao pomo¢i ljudima u sli¢noj situaciji. U ovom ¢u izlaganju ispitati koji je
to moment prisutan u samoj brutalnosti da u potpunosti promijeni svoje karak-
teristike prilikom prelaska u drugi medij.

THE MORALITY OF BRUTALITY AS EXEMPLIFIED
BY VON TRIER’S WORK

The concept of brutality is one of the most ethically negative concepts. It
is most often mentioned in opposition to morality. If we transfer the moment
of brutality into art, it can take on a completely new meaning. We can see
this through the example of the Danish director Lars von Trier, who, with his
depiction of brutality, quite often causes negative reactions from the audience,
sometimes leading to the ban of his works. On the other hand, it was this brutal
depiction that served as the director’s way out of depression, so in this sense,
his work could help people in a similar situation. In this presentation, I will
examine what moment is present in brutality itself to be able to completely
change its characteristics when moved to another medium.
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ESTETSKA INDUSTRIJA I »NE-TIJELO« —
IZMEDU SAMOKREACIJE I OTUDENJA

Estetska industrija oblikuje tijelo kao projekt stalne optimizacije, pri ¢emu
se ono sve vise promatra kao objekt, a ne kao dio vlastita iskustva. Pod utjeca-
jem drustvenih normi i vizualnih ideala, subjekt internalizira vanjske kriterije
ljepote i razvija odnos prema tijelu kao prema ne¢emu $to treba neprestano
poboljsavati. U tom procesu nastaje »ne-tijelo« — tijelo koje gubi svoju nepo-
srednost i postaje slika. lako estetske prakse mogu biti izraz samokreacije, one
istodobno nose rizik otudenja jer granica izmedu slobode i prilagodbe ostaje
nejasna.

AESTHETICS INDUSTRY AND THE “NON-BODY” —
BETWEEN SELF-CREATION AND ALIENATION

The aesthetics industry shapes the body as a project of constant optimiza-
tion, whereby it is increasingly viewed as an object rather than as part of lived
experience. Under the influence of social norms and visual ideals, the subject
internalizes external standards of beauty and develops a relationship to the
body as something that must be continuously improved. In this process, the
“non-body” emerges — a body that loses its immediacy and becomes an image.
Although aesthetic practices can be an expression of self-creation, they also
carry the risk of alienation, as the boundary between freedom and conformity
remains unclear.
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»TI« KAO »JA« U »DRUGOM« —
DRUGOST I SEBSTVO U ETICI ARTHURA
SCHOPENHAUERA

Polaze¢i od etike Arthura Schopenhauera, izlaganje razmatra odnos »Ja
— Ti — Drugi« kroz prepoznavanje sebe u Drugom kao temelja moralnog djelo-
vanja. Suosjeéanje koje, po Schopenhauerovu misljenju, ¢ini jedan od faktora
moralno relevantnog postupanja, po¢iva upravo na tom odnosu. Razmatranje
odnosa prema Drugom unutar Schopenhauerove deskriptivne etike poc¢iva na
indijskoj religijskoj misli i ideji transmigracije. Izlaganje najprije rekonstruira
deskriptivnu strukturu te etike, a zatim ukazuje na njeno ogranicenje: iz takve
analize ne slijedi jasno formulirana normativna etika. Na kraju, u izlaganju
¢e se pokusati ponuditi prikaz mogucéeg rjesenja i izgradnje takve normativne
etike.

“YOU” AS “I” IN THE “OTHER” —
OTHERNESS AND SELF IN
ARTHUR SCHOPENHAUER’S ETHICS

Starting from Arthur Schopenhauer’s ethics, this presentation examines
the “I — You — Other” relationship through the recognition of oneself in the
Other as the basis of moral action. Compassion, which, according to Schopen-
hauer, constitutes one of the factors of morally relevant action, rests precisely
on this relationship. The consideration of the relationship towards the Other
within Schopenhauer’s descriptive ethics rests on Indian religious thought
and the idea of transmigration. This presentation will first reconstruct the de-
scriptive structure of this ethics, only to then point out its limitation: such an
analysis does not result in a clearly formulated normative ethics. Finally, this
presentation will attempt to offer an overview of a possible solution and the
construction of such normative ethics.
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SLIKA O VLASTITU TIJELU PRIJE I POSLIJE
REDOVITOG BAVLJENJA FIZICKOM AKTIVNOSCU

Svatko ima sliku o sebi i svom tijelu, ¢esto popra¢enu nesigurnostima.
Neki ljudi po¢nu redovito vjezbati kako bi promijenili izgled ili poboljsali
zdravlje. Htjela bih istraziti kako se slika o tijelu mijenja nakon uvodenja re-
dovite fizicke aktivnosti, osobito kod onih koji nisu vjezbali u djetinjstvu i
adolescenciji i to usporediti s osobama koje vjezbaju cijeli zivot i osobama
koje nikad ne vjezbaju kako bih utvrdila utjecaj vjeZbanja na percepciju tijela.
Tema je osobito vazna zbog toga S§to se njezini zakljuéci mogu primijeniti u
svakodnevnom Zzivotu.

BODY IMAGE BEFORE AND AFTER
REGULAR PHYSICAL ACTIVITY

Everyone has a perception of their own self and their own body that is
often accompanied by insecurities. Some people start exercising regularly to
change their appearance or improve their health. In this presentation, I would
like to explore how our body image changes after introducing regular physical
activity, especially in those individuals who did not exercise during childhood
and adolescence, which I will then compare to individuals who have exercised
their entire lives, as well as those who never exercise, all in an attempt to de-
termine the impact of exercise on the perception of our own body. The topic is
especially relevant because its findings can be applied in everyday life.
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(NE)TIJELO I ODBACIVANJE IDENTITETA —
POVIJESNI PRIMJERI RADIKALNE
DISOCIJACIJE SEBSTVA

U izlaganju polazim od pojma »ne-tijela« kao prekida izmedu tjelesnosti,
identiteta 1 drustveno priznatog sebstva. Kroz filozofsko-povijesnu analizu,
razmotrit ¢u povijesne primjere radikalne disocijacije identiteta, osobe kod ko-
jih tijelo prestaje biti stabilno uporiste. Analizirat ¢e se americki propovjednik
Public Universal Friend, osoba koja u potpunosti odbacuje ime, rod i grama-
ticko sebstvo te Karlo VI. Ludi, koji je svoje tijelo percipirao kao krhko staklo,
neljudsku supstancu. Naposljetku, kriticki ¢u se osvrnuti na Sire implikacije
analiziranih primjera, povezujuéi ih s bioetickim pitanjima normalnosti, insti-
tucionalne kontrole tijela te granica autonomije »normalnog« subjekta.

(NON)BODY AND REJECTION OF IDENTITY -
HISTORICAL EXAMPLES OF RADICAL
DISSOCIATION OF THE SELF

In this presentation, I will start from the concept of the »non-body« as a
break between corporeality, identity, and the socially recognized self. Through
a philosophical-historical analysis, I will consider historical examples of rad-
ical dissociation of identity of persons for whom the body ceases to be a sta-
ble foothold. I will analyze The American preacher Public Universal Friend,
a person who completely rejects name, gender, and grammatical self, as well
as Charles VI. The Mad, who perceived his body as fragile glass, an inhuman
substance. Finally, I will critically reflect on the broader implications of the
analyzed examples, connecting them to bioethical questions of normality, in-
stitutional control of the body, and the limits of the autonomy of the “normal”
subject.
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SOMATIKA KROZ ZVUK —
TIJELO KAO ALAT MIKROOTPORA

Suvremeno drustvo obiljezeno je ubrzanom temporalno$éu i imperati-
vom stalne produktivnosti. Unutar te realnosti, tijelo se sve ¢e$¢e promatra
kao resurs koji treba optimizirati, disciplinirati i uciniti u¢inkovitijim. Michel
Foucault pojmom »docilnog tijela« otvara diskurs u kojem ljudsko iskustvo
postaje automatizirana funkcija, lisena refleksije o psihofizickoj prisutnosti i
stvarnim potrebama drustva. Kroz fenomenologiju Mauricea Merleau-Pontyja
1 istrazivanje koncepata poput »Deep Listening« Pauline Oliveros, cilj je pro-
pitati kako jacanje somatske svijesti moze utjecati na odnose pojedina¢nog
tijela, zajednickog prostora i promisljanja strukturne dinamike kapitalistickog
sustava.

SOMATICS THROUGH SOUND -
THE BODY AS A TOOL OF MICRO-SUPPORT

Today’s society is characterized by accelerated temporality and the im-
perative of constant productivity. Within this reality, the body is increasingly
viewed as a resource that needs to be optimized, disciplined, and made more
efficient. With the concept of the “docile body”, Michel Foucault opens a dis-
course in which human experience becomes an automated function, devoid of
reflection on psychophysical presence and the real needs of society. Through
Maurice Merleau-Ponty’s phenomenology and the exploration of concepts
such as Pauline Oliveros’ “Deep Listening,” the aim is to question how the
strengthening of somatic awareness can influence the relationship between the
individual body, the common space, and the reflection on the structural dynam-
ics of the capitalist system.
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RADIKALNO SAMOLJUBLJE KAO
PROTUOTROYV PATRIJARHATU

Izlaganje ¢e predstaviti ideje iz knjige The Body Is Not an Apology: The
Power of Radical Self-Love autorice Sonye Renee Taylor. Kombiniraju¢i samo-
pomo¢ i drustvenu pravdu, Sonya Renee Taylor kritizira drustvene norme ko-
jima je tijelo podvrgnuto i nudi radikalno samoljublje kao put prema osob-
nome oslobodenju i drustvenoj transformaciji. Radikalno samoljublje smatra
balzamom za rane koje nanose nasilni sustavi. Ovo izlaganje usredotocit ¢e se
na patrijarhat i nasilje nad Zenskim tijelom koje je njime omoguéeno i ponu-
diti prakti¢na rjeSenja i prakse koje mozemo uvesti u svakodnevicu kao otpor
patrijarhatu.

RADICAL SELF-LOVE AS AN
ANTIDOTE TO THE PATRIARCHY

This presentation will introduce ideas from the book The Body Is Not an
Apology: The Power of Radical Self-Love by the author Sonya Renee Taylor.
By combining self-help and societal justice, Taylor critiques societal norms to
which the body is subjected and offers radical self-love as a pathway towards
both personal liberation and societal transformation. To Taylor, radical self-
love is the balm that heals wounds inflicted by violent systems. This presenta-
tion will focus on the patriarchy and the violence against the female body it al-
lows, as well as offer practical solutions and practices that we can incorporate
in our everyday life as a form of resistance towards the patriarchy.

Izlaganje ispituje odnos izmedu suvremenog globalnog poretka i ideje in-
dividualizma, s fokusom na nacin na koji se danas razumije pojedinceva slo-
boda i njegov moralni razvoj. Polaze¢i od liberalne tradicije, posebno od misli
Johna Stuarta Milla, individualizam se razmatra kao uvjet razvoja autonomne
liénosti 1 moralnog napretka. Izlaganje zatim pokazuje kako se ovo shvacanje
mijenja u suvremenom neoliberalnom kontekstu gdje se pojedinac sve vise
promatra kao »poduzetnik« samog sebe. Posebna paznja posvecena je vezi
izmedu individualizma i potroSacke kulture, kao i pitanju predstavlja li suvre-
meni individualizam pojedin¢evu emancipaciju ili oblik njegove integracije u
globalnim strukturama moci.

PERSONAL IDENTITY WITHIN THE FRAMEWORK OF
THE CONCEPTS OF GLOBALISM, CAPITALISM, AND
INDIVIDUALISM

This presentation examines the relationship between the contemporary
global order and the idea of individualism, focusing on how an individual’s
freedom and moral development are understood today. Starting from the lib-
eral tradition, especially the thought of John Stuart Mill, individualism is ana-
lyzed as a condition for the development of an autonomous personality and
moral progress. This presentation then shows how this understanding changes
in the contemporary neoliberal context, where the individual is increasingly
perceived as an “entrepreneur” of themselves. Special attention is given to the
relationship between individualism and consumer culture, as well as to the
question of whether contemporary individualism represents the individual’s
emancipation or rather a form of integration into global structures of power.

FROM BODY TO (NON)BODY - INDIAN DANCES

In the context of Indian dances, Kathaka and Bharatanatyam, this pre-
sentation raises the following questions: “can the body be a medium for so-
mething that is not corporeal”, the question of reducing the subject (dancer)
to an object, and the question “how is reducing the body to a (non)body, or
rather an instrument, one of the most human phenomena in today’s society”.
This presentation aims to present the spiritual messages and significance of the
selected Indian dances, to answer the aforementioned questions, and to show
the reasons for the relevance of dance and the need to preserve the process of
transitioning into a (non)body to maintain humanity.

ANSWERS FROM THE LOCAL COMMUNITY

The Losinj Days of Bioethics continuously, in addition to the international
and national dimension, emphasize the local dimension of bioethical issues
and encourage scientific, professional and public discussions about them in
the local community. Therefore, the organisers of the Losinj Days of Bioethics
decided to dedicate a round table within the framework of the 24th Losinj Days
of Bioethics to the “blue world”, i.e. global issues related to the world’s oceans
and seas, and the activities of local communities, specifically the situation in
the Adriatic Sea, especially in the Cres-Losinj archipelago.

Along with a discussion on the importance of the “blue world” for life on
planet Earth, as well as on the general threat to and protection of the oceans
and seas and their fauna and flora, the roundtable will present the Blue World
Institute (full name: Blue World — Institute of Marine Research and Conserva-
tion). The Blue World Institute — founded in 2000 as a non-profit organisation
based in Veli Losinj — is dedicated to researching the marine environment and
marine organisms, educating the public and protecting the sea, and is the only
such organisation operating in the Adriatic Sea area, at the local, national and
regional levels.

The Institute’s numerous, extensive and intensive activities involve a large
number of individuals and institutions from all over the world, but the Institute
still primarily focuses on the immediate environment, as evidenced by its most
significant project, which is the establishment and maintenance of a special
zoological reserve for bottlenose dolphins (ZTursiops truncatus) in the Cres-
Losinj archipelago, which was declared a “site of community importance”
within Natura 2000, the European Union’s ecological network, in December
2014. In addition to the fascinating dolphins, this area is also important for the
Mediterranean population of the loggerhead sea turtle (Caretta caretta), the
Mediterranean endemic seagrass (Posidonia oceanica), coral biocenoses, and
nesting sites of the common European Shag (Phalacrocorax aristotelis), but
also for numerous other species of marine fauna and flora.
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The successful cooperation of the Institute with social-political, education-
al, tourist and other institutions on the island of LoSinj is an important moment
in the discussion of global questions and answers from the local community.
